
Fraudulent Practices Precaution 
Issued by Benin's Trade Minister 

The Embassy of Benin has asked us to print the following circular note 
for the benefit of Canadian exporters to Benin. 

SUBJECT: Provisions tu  make before entering into business relations 
with trading partners in Benin. 

In the interest of forestalling the many cases of breach of trust being 
perpetrated against foreign companies by fraudulent companies that are 
uttering false cheques from Benin in payment for merchandise delivered to 
them, I hereby warn foreign companies to exercise caution by obtaining all 
the guarantees required by international trading practice before exporting 
any goods whatsoever to Benin. 

With this in mind, I urge you to take the following precautions: 

I) Make sure that the Benin company really exists by requesting a 
photocopy of its Professional 7'rader's Card and its Importer's Card; 

Foreign companies are urged 
to follow the above procedures to 
the letter in order to avoid being 
victimized by the fraudulent com-
panies that are tarnishing the 
reputation of  Benin.
