1. The cited praclice is based on the needs and customs of'
the competitive commercial cnvironmcnî in which CN oper-
ates, including respect for confidenîialiîy regarding the affairs
of others proposing 10 conlract Xith il. The lime whcn that
specifie practice was adopîed is unknown but doubtlcss pre-
dates the tenures of office of the present members of the board
of directors and senior management officers of CN. The
reason may bc taken 10 be the protection of CN's ability to
negotiate or caîl tenders advantageously.

Because Canadian National operates in a commercial and
competitive environment il is not deemied desirable to impose
upon that corporation disclosure policy which would place it at
a disadvanlage with ils compelitors.
