The Senate met at '2.30 p.ni., the Speaker
in the Chair.

NEW SENATORS INTRODUCED.

OPENING 0F THE SESSION.

The Hon. the SPEAZKER announced that
lie had received a communication from the
Governor General's Secretary informing him
that His Excellency the Governor General
would proceed to the Senate Chamber to,
open the session of the Dominion Parlia-
ment on Thursday, the 2Oth Fcbruary, at 3
o'clock.

The Senate adjourned during pleasure.

TiHE SPEECH FROM THE TIHRONE.

At three o*clock His Excellency the Gov-
ernor iGeneral proceeded to the Senate
Chaînher and took his seat upon the Throne.
The members of the Senate being assembled,
His Excellency was pleased to command
the attendance o! the House of Commons,
and, that House being corne, with their
Speaker, His Excellency was pleased to
open the Second Session of the ihirteenth
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Parliament of the Dominion of Canada wjth
the following- Speech:

Honourable Gentlemen et the Senate:
Gentlemen of the Blouse of Commons:

Since the last session of Parliament events
have trs.nspired Of the highest consequence
to the Empire and to Canada. After with-
standing with steadfast valour rcpeated as-
sauits pressed with the utmost vigour and
determination, the Alicd Forces, taking the
offensive ln ail theatres of action, advanced to
decisive and overwhelming vtetory. Upon
terma of practicaily unconditional surrender on
the part of the enemny, armistices were ar-;
ranged and are now ln effect, under which ex-
tensive etratefflc territories have been evacu-
atp.d. guns, munitions and other war material
and supplies surrendcred 0nf a vast scale, and
the greater part of the hostile fleets delivercd
up to the Allies. A Conference te now being
held at Paris ta determine the conditions upon
whieh pence will be concluded. As the deci-
nions of this Canference will be of vital im-
portance to, Canada as well as ta other parts
of the Empire, it is being attended by the
Rîght Honourabie the Prime Minister, accom-
panied by others 0f my advisers.

In the notable victories ieading ta the glori-
ous Issue accomplished by the arms of thc
Allies, none of the forces engaged bore a more
valoraus or heroic part than those of Canada,
whose achievements throughout the entire war
have won Imperishable renown for their coun-
try. It Is mont gratifying to be able ta state
that, ln the final and decisive stages of the
mighty strugglc, Our divisions ln the field were
maintained at over-strength, and cquipped ln
the highest degree with ail Uic requirements of
modern warfare. The appreciation and grati-
tude of the nation cannot be too, earnestly and
sincerely cxprcssed to the gailant mesnbers o0f
the Oanadjan Expeditionary Force, whose sac-
rifices, sufferings and hcroism have PlaYed s0
effectuai a part ln vindicating the cause of
worid-liberty and civilization.

Prior ta Uic armistice, plans and prepara-
tions had becn made for thc return, demobiliza-
tion and re-estabiishment ln civil Ihf 2, after the
close of the war, of ouý soldiers with their de-
pendents Overseas. These are now ln opera-
tion, and while this great undcrtaking presents,
owing to after-war conditions, many difficul-
tics and complications, it is confidcntly expccted
that it wili be accornplislîcd speedily and satis-
factorily.

Immediately upon the conclusion cf the
armistice. which nccessarily involved the cessa-
tion of operations in the manufacture of muni-
tions and ini other essential war Industries,
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
