On February 1, 1932, there will terminate the
present system of distributing, through the
University Library, the 200 copies of reprints
of papers published by the teaching staff and
graduate students of the University.

In the future two copies of all published papers
or one copy of a published book, will be sent, in
every case, by the author to the Library for:

(a) inclusion in the section on icGill University
(History, Archives and Publications);

(b) reference use by readers.

7.3.In the case of a book of which only one copy
is received from the author; a second copy
for Library use will be purchased from
Library funds.

Authors are also requested to send two copies to the
Departmental Library of their Faculty or Department,
when such exists.
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The papers sent to the Library will form the basis

In future the Department concerned will issue, at
its own discretion, a small number of reprints to
suitable institutions or interested vpersons. The
number ordinarily received as "free reprints" will
be sufficient for this purpose.

If more are required, or if the reprints are not
issued free to the author, the funds of the Committee
may be drawn upon for a limited number on apvnlication
to the Librarian.
