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jects. Likewise, pupils who have failed in their
June examinations may be promoted on trial, if
the teacher thinks such promotion to be in the
pupils’ interest;

(a) Pupils shall in no case be deprived of their
right to take the June examinations, but shall be
required to do so;

(8) To prepare and keep in a conspicuous place
in the school room, for the guidance of teacher and
pupils, a time-table showing the order of exercises
for each class for each day in the week, and the
time devoted to each exercise per day;

(9) Not to require any pupil to use as a school
text-book any book not included in the list of text-
books prescribed for the use of pupils in the munici-
pality ;

(10) To open the school each morning with read-
ing a portion of the Holy Scriptures, followed by
the Lord’s Prayer;

(11) To furnish the pupils with constant em-
ployment during school hours, and to endeavor by
judicious and diversified methods to render the
exercises of the school pleasant as well as profit-
able;
