} CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

;! ONTARIO.

Influenced by the favorable conawons
existing across the border, Canadian
white pine 15 exhibiting a marked degree
of strength. \When it is considered that
the:building season witl soon draw to a
close; that the British demand has been
less active than usual, and that there 1s
some uncertamty as to the volume. of ex-

_port:trade next year, it is very significant

thatpaces hold so firm: [t has been well
llustrated this season that our pine s
wanted in the United Staces, as shipments
have been made to the Chicago market,
Michigan and the Eastern States. The
buying for Michigan yards has beena
feature of the year. Small lots are still
being picked up, and the yards will carry
very light stocks at the close of navigation,
The Parry Sound mills ave shipping
heavily by vessel. In the Ottawa district
trade is quite brisk and prices unchanged.
General complaint is made by operators
of the difficulty 1n securing mea for the
woods, even though the wages offered are
higher than last year. There will likely
be a reduced cut of both white and red
pine, but particulatly of the later, which
was taken out too heavily last season.
Furmture and implement factories are
buying some hardwoods. From Western
Ontario comes the report of an increased
number of enquiries. While trade is not
brisk, the movement is sufficient to keep
prices firm.
QUEBEL AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Whenever an opinion 1s expressed re-
garding the spruce trade, it is that the
conditions are favorable to a large volume
of business and higher prices next year.
Although no figures are available, it is be.
lieved that the stock now awaiting ship.
ment 1s very small, and that the winter
g stock at Quebec will be compara-
tively light, Enquines recewed from
Great Britan prove that buyers there are
anxious to arrange for their supply for
next year. While New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia] spruce does not exhibit the

same degree of strength as the Quebec
product, recent shipments have greatly
curtailed the quantity of stock in the
hands of.mnanufactures, and a {eeling of
confidence is exhibited: by the trade.
Large shipments are being made to Bos-
ton and other eastern ponts, where 10
and 12-inch dimensions are quoted at
$:0, and 2 x 3and 2 x 4, 10 feet and up,
at $16. Higher prices are named for
cedar shingles. Some small manufac-
turers aro offering extras at $3 on Baston
rate of freight, butt is known that sales
have been made as high as $3.20. Clears
are quoted at $2.75 to $2.85, second clears
at $2.35 to $2.40 ; saps at $2,10ta "$2.20 ;
and extra No. 1 at $175 to $1.8c.

UNITED STATES.

The reports-of the United States lum-
ber market forsome weeks past havebeen
largely a repetition, and again. this week
it must be said that there 1s a very strong
undectone and a hberal distribution - of
lamber.  Freight rates have advanced
and are now quoted at $3 from Lake
Superior to Buffalo and other eastern
points. 1t is thought that they will go
still higher andt seems very probablethat
a large quantity of lumber purchased ,by
eastern dealers will remain on the docks
at the head of the lakes through the
winter. There is some doubt whether
eastern dealers will have suffictent stock
to carry them through until the spring,
particularly as the east is expacted to buy
quite heavily during the next few months.
In door and mili work an enormous busi-
nessis being done, and there is a. pro-
nounced scarcity in several items of stock
goods, Chicago is one of the strong
points, the condition of the white pine
market there being similar to that during
1399. Ifanything, the demand at present
is stronger and the scarcity more pro-
nounced. No. 1 12 inch beards are in
short supply. At a tecent meeting of
Chicago dealers shoit piece stuff was ad-
vanced $o cents, and long piece stuff from
31 to $1.50, while one or two other items
were advanced $2.  The better grades of
white pinc continue to be in urgent de-
mand and still higher prices are predicted.
Eastern spruce prices are stiffening.
Drives that it wasfeared would behung up
haue now reached the mills, Making con
ditions more satisfactory for the manu.
facturer. Reports regarding the} hard.
wood trade are somewhat conflicting.
Some dealers report an improvement,
while others are equally certain_that the
volume of trade is no greater. Furnituie
