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of the people is provided for witli great liberality. With
almost universal suffrage, education is the only safeguard
against anarchy, and in both the United States and Canada
the full importance of this is seen, and the government and
the municipalities do their duty in the matter. Religion,
but not sectarianism, is recognized in the sdiools. \he
system has answered admirably, and tlie result is the
general intelligence of the people throughout the Union
and Canada.
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
