The City of Toronto still stands out
prominently, as one of the greatest mu-
nicipalities in North America, and one
which is likely, during the coming .year,
to gather a very large share 6f the
fruits- of the anticipated industrial and
general increase in the prosperity of
the ‘Dominion. .There are many sub-
Stantial reasons for this assertion. To-
ronto is the very centre of an excellent
agricultural-section;-it is in-advance of
any other e¢ity in the matter of rail
transportation,  ¢Xcept in.the way of
radials; it possesses a good harbor with
cons.derable’ possibilities unexploited.
It has reasonably cheap power, with
competition.. Labor conditions are good.
for Toronto stands in the centre of a
@reat and active manufacturing dis-
trict, and the engagement of certain
classes of skilled labor is comparatively
more easy than in other centres. Cus-
toms, postal, excise and other public
revenues are increasing rapidly. The
‘commercial pulse of the city is healtHy,
and the outlook is splendid.

City’s Magnificent Growth,

You are familiar with the remdrkable
growth of Toronto, the present area of
which is 28 square miles, and which
has 407 miles of streets, and 51 public
parks and playgrounds. Seventeen
years ago the population was 167,652,
and last year 374,667, an increasec of
207,014, or 123 per cent. The assessment
value in the past 11 years has increased
from $124,992,000 to $306,674,000 for 1911,
a gain of 144.8 per cent. The attendance
at Torénto’s Canadian National Exhi-
bition in 1879 was 101,724, and in 1911.
962,000, a gain of 809 per cent. The value
of buildings for which permits were is-
sued in 1910 was $21,127,000, and last
year $24,250,000. In 1900 the tax rate
was 19 1-2 mills, and last year 18 mills.

A recent article in Monetary Times
pointed out that in four years, 36,710
people have bheen  killed or injured in
Canada in accidents on steam and elec-
tric railways, at fires, and by industrial
accidents. This is at the rate of 2177
per annum. In other words, every day
during that period 25 persons have been
killed or injured. I think the board can
help to minimize this appalling record,
g0’ far as Toronto .is concerned, by as-
sisting to improve traffic rules, auto-
mobile speed regulations, the abolition
of level street railway crossings in con-
gested areas, and in many other ways
easgily apparent. ,

Last year a strong deputation wait-
ed upon the Dominion Government
urging the enlargement of the Welland
Canal. Very practical reasons for this
necessary work were then given, and
it is hoped that early and serious con-
sideration will be given by the govern-
ment to this matter and a beginrfing
made upon the actual work in the near
future. Our neighbors to the south are
hastening the ‘comhipletion of the Erie
barge canal in opder to divert still fur-
