PIEHEE ENEMY

Make Succecsful Sortie ‘on

German Defences Are De-
molished 'on Mile Front,
and Guns Taken.

London, Jan. 8.—French troops in
the Woevyre have enlivened the vir-
tual inactivity on the western front
by -successfully completing a sortie
into the German. lines east of St
Mihiel. The German positions on a
one-mile front were peneétrated and
178 prisoners and some maching guns
captured. After destroying the de-
fences and shelters the French re-
turned to their own lines.

SIX MILLION POUNDS FISH

GOVERNMENT

Arrangements Completed for Twenty Per Cent.
of Catch to Be Sold to Public atVery
Low Figure During Year.

There is positive assurance that the
provincial government, thru Hon.

Finlay Macdiarmid, minister of pub-
lic works, is determined to supply the
people with fish at the lowest pos-
sible figure in the announcement that
a plan has been completed whereby
over six million pounds, in addition
to the regular sources of supply, ac-
cording to last year’s catch, will be
available during the next 12 months.
By a new condition Which must ke
agreed to by the fishermen thruout
the province., before a license will be
glven the fishermen must supply on
demand 20 per cent. of their catch.

Last year the total number of
pounds of fish caught for commer-
cial use was 84,892,108, and had 20
per cent. been taken, exclusive of
eerls and carp, the amount would
have been 6,543,818 pounds. Basing
the estimiate on these figures, it is
anticipated that at least the Ilatter
amount will be available this year. In
addition to the amount already calcu-
lated, some 2,000,000 pounds more are
expected trom the government's own
fishing in Lake Nipissing and Lake
Nipigon.

No Immediate Results.

Immediate increase in the amount
of fish obtainable is not looked  for,
but by March 15 the first resuit of
the new arrangenrent will be felt. It
was stated yesterday by Hon. Mr:
Macdiarmid that for the first time for
some years Lake Erie is frozen al-
most completely, making winter fish-
ing practical and profitable. - There
| will therefore be a supply from  this
source in the near future, which, ad-
ded to that now being received, will
do much towards meeting the con-
stant and ever-ready demand.
According to the new order of
things, the fishermen will nof be re-
quired. to hand over the fish without
pay. and they will receive a price
not exceeding elght cents a. pound
for whitefish, trout or pickerel dore,
s

a price not exceeding six cents a
pound for herring, pike or other coarse
fish and not exceeding nine cents a
pound for catfish, skinned and dressed.
The prices will . be fixed by the de-
partment. These figures do not mean
a hardship, tho they are lower than
the prevailing fish prices today. Up
until a few months ago the prices
quoted were considered good.

Inasmuch as the fishermen are not
required to keep up the government
hatcheries, except insofar as their
license fees go, they garner harvest
from a natural source, as the govern-
ment views it, not having to feed their
product, as, for instance, is the case
with the farmer, who sells beef cattle.
Their fishing equipment and expenses
have not been lost sight of in the plan
in which they are Tra2quired to co-
operate, and in the eyes of the officials
it is a very fair proposition.

Fish Overseers Meet.

Yesterday 30 fish overseers from all
parts of Ontario were met at the par-
liament buildings by Hon. Mr. Macdiar-
mid, who explained the new clause in
the license agreement and the poliey
of the government regarding it.
