In an effort to stabili.

corrective measures wer ; 
arrested the downward tenuency - oT 
the Canadian dollar, which ruled at a 
discount of 9 1-2 to 9 3-4 per cent, 
yesterday, as compared with an ex­
treme ‘low level of 11 per cent, on 
Thursday. The gold shipments are 
designed, it is understood, not only to 
relieve the exchange situation but to 
meet interest payments on Canadian 
government obligations in, the New 
York market.

The big drop in the value of the 
Canadian dollar ih the United State* 
is, according to Ottawa advices, al­
ready reflected in serious Interference 
in business between the two countries. 
The postoffice department has sent in­
structions to all postoffices that issue 
of money orders payable in the United 
States is suspended for the time being. 
Issue will not be resumed until the ex­
change rate shows signs of stability. 
That, it is hoped, is not more than a 
few days distant. Shipments of gold 
to New York are expected to have the 
needed stabilizing influence.

A despatch from Seattle, Wash., last 
night emphasizes the seriousness of 
the situation. It reads :

“The executive committee of th* 
Spokane Clearing House Association, 
at a special meeting today, voted to 
exact a discount of 15 per cent, on 
all-Canadian cheques , and currency, 
effective tomorrow. The action fol­
lowed a series of unprecedented Ad­
vances in the Canadian discount rati, 
covering the last three or four days.”

Good Gold Reserve.
Sir Henry Drayton, minister of fin­

ance, said at Ottawa yesterday that 
the present low rates had nothing to 
do with the value of Canadian cur­
rency. He pointed out that it was en­
tirely due to the unfavorable balance 
of trade between the United States and 
Canada, the latter having to pay cash 
for goods bought in the United States, 
while compelled to extend credit to 
Europe for exports overseas. He add­
ed: “It is true there has been Infla­
tion in Canada. There has been in­
flation everywhere, but probably the 
inflation in Canada has been less than 
anywhere. And, notwithstanding .what 
has taken place, Canadian currency is 
in a very excellent condition- The 
situation today is that the gold 
serve against our total currency note 
issue is over 47 per cent. That this 
is a high and satisfactory reserve is 
evident from the fact that the gold 
reserve called for by the federal re­
serve system in the United States is 
only 40 per cent.”

It was a real Hydro dqy at parlia­
ment buildings yesterday, when one of 
the largest deputations known here 
waited upon Premier Drury and other 
members of the cabinet. There were

river and from 
to have Sir Adam Beck appointed to

The deputation met the cabinet in 
the reception - room, which was packed 
almost to suffocation.

With regard to 
Sir Adam Beck Mr. Drury could not 
say it would be wise to make the 
appointment permanent, but empha­
sized that whatever was done it must 
be ensured that the province, thru 
the legislature, fully controlled the 
Hydro. He characterized Sir Adam as a 
great force. The premier also got an un­
derstanding from the deputation, that, 
in view of _ the new nationalization 
scheme of railways, there would be 
nothing done in the direction of dupli­
cation so far as the radiais were con­
cerned.

The resolutions to the premier were 
backed by a number of excellent 
speeches, the keynote of most of them 
being “Let Beck finish his work.”

Future Rests on Hydro.
Premier Drury had a hearty recep­

tion, the delegates rising and cheer­
ing and giving him a tiger. “I am 
going to answer you,” he said, “not 
with definiteness, but as clearly as I 
can at present as to the attitude of the 
government towards Hydro, and the 
three exceedingly reasonable requests 
you have put forward. I am an utter 
and outstanding believer in the pub­
lic development of the water powers of 
the province. I believe that policy 
cannot be assailed by any reasonable 
man. The water powers which ^ire
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* / ; at a riot, was the assertion o
from coal as soon as the fuel situa­
tion vyarrants.

The public and the operators, as a re­
sult, have been delivered into the 
hands of the United Mine Workers of 
America.”

F. E. Harkness, counsel for the fuel 
administration, announced during the' 
day that prices of coal contracted for 
by purchasers prior to the resump­
tion of government price fixing could 
be legally raised to absorb the cost 
of the 14 per cent, increase in miners’ 
wages granted under the strike settle­
ment. Coal mined on contract, it was 
said, in some cases bore a price be­
low the government maximum of 
$2-35 per ton mine-run. and contracts 
ordinarily carried a clause binding 
purchasers to pay additions in labor 
costs incurred ^after their making. 
Fuel administration statistics, it was 
said, indicated that even after the 
addition of extra labor costs created 
by the 14 per cent, increase, the larg­
est portion of the contract coal still 
would be sold below the $2.35 maxi­
mum.

Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 12.—The govern­
ment has decided to continue the sSle 
of thrift stamps and saving certifi­
cates at banks, postoffices and other 
agencies, it is announced by the 
minister of finance. Sir Henry Drayton.

However, ag a means of eliminating 
unnecessary expenditure, the national 
war savings committee and the dif­
ferent paid provincial representatives 
and head office officials are relieved 
of their duties from January 1, 1920, 
and the cost of propaganda will be 
saved.

The twenty-five cent thrift stamp 
will remain on sale, but the present 
war saving stamp will be withdrawn 
and a new savings certificate issued 
in denominations of $5, $10, $25, $50 
and $100, maturing three years from 
date of purchase at 5 1-2 per cent, 
on the investment.

It is provided, as follows:
(1) To continue the sale of the 25c 

thrift stamp.
(2) For the withdrawal of thé pres­

ent war savings stamps and the issue 
of a Q£W savings certificate in denomi­
nations of $5, $10. $25, $50 and $100, 
maturing three years from date of 
purchase, and selling at a discount 
price, which, with interest compound­
ed half-yearly, at a rate hot exceeding 
6% per cent., will, at maturity, return- 
the face value of the certificate.

(3) Uncanceled thrift stamps to be 
accepted as the equivalent of cash in 
pàyment of savings certificates.

(4) The national war savings com­
mittee and its paid organization to be 
dissolved as from Jan. 1, 1920.

(5> That the voluntary workers be 
requested to continue the patriotic in­
terest which they have in the past 
taken ->i the movement, which, it is 
felt, can be extended by a continu­
ance of the endeavor to secure an ex­
tensive sale of thrift stamps to ail the 
school cldldren of the country, where

URf-E DEVELOPING
POWER IN ONTARIO

Washington, Dec. 12.—The claim of 

the Irish Republic to recognition as 
an independent government was 
brought to congress again today and 
was defeated in militant fashion thru 
a tempestuous all-day session of the 
house committee on foreign affairs.

A crowd which jammed the commit­
tee room and blocked adjoining cor­
ridors punctuated the proceedings 
with cheers and with hoots of dis­
approval as -the opposing speakers 
presented their arguments, and many 
times threw the session into disorder 
by yelling gratuitous advice to the 
committee and witnesses. It included 
many leaders of the cause of Irish 
freedom in this cour try and mani­
fested in many ways its sympathy 
with the plea for recognition.

The occasion was committee con­
sideration of a bill by Representative 
Mason, Republican, Illinois, which 
would appropriate funds for despatch 
of diplomatic and consular represent­
atives to the goVernEnent set up by 
the insurgent Irish Republicans. Its 
supporters declare it presented an 
opportunity for congress to do all it 
could constitutionally toward a full 
diplomatic recognition, and its oppon­
ents condemned it as an effort to in­
volve the United States in a danger­
ous foreign situation.

Date in the session, charges of pro- 
Germanism on the part of Irish Re­
publican leaders, and Some of their 
supporters in this country,. threw the 
meeting into a furore which the com­
mittee quieted with difficulty after the

chairman had warned against insults 
to any of the witnesses. Interruptions 
so prolonged the hearing that the 
committee’s plan of concluding today 
was abandoned, and the arguments 
will be resumed tomorrow.

Pros and Cons Debated.
Justice Daniel F. Cohalan of the 

New York state’ supreme court, and 
Frank R. Walsh, who headed the Irish- 
American delegation sent to Paris dur­
ing the peace negotiations, appeared 
to espouse the cause of Irish freedom 
and ask for passage of the bill. The 
arguments in opposition were made by 
George L. Fox of New Havqp, Conn.: 
George F. Lemon of Troy, N Y., presi­
dent of the National Federation of 
Presbyterian Patriotic Societies, and 
others. ^

The provisional government, the 
speakers argued, clearly was a de- 
facto government, having a complete 
executive and parliamentary organi­
zation, an ^effective army of 100,000, 
and united popular support.

These statements all were denied by 
Mr. Lemon and Mr. Fox, who said 
there was a great division of senti­
ment among the Irish both in Ireland 
and the United States and that little 
real headway had been made by the 
republic as a governmental agency.

Mr. Fox, turning to Mr. Walsh, de­
clared that during the war “this man 
was thinking to help Germany.” The 
crowd, in which the tricolor of the 
Irish republic was conspicuous along 
with the Stars and Stripes, hooted 
down the assertion and cheered the 
committee men when they objected.
