CHTERPILLIR INVASON.
JLARMED LEAMINETON

Devoured Everjthing Before Them
—No Danger of Repetition
Nett Year.

A week or soggo much alarm was
created in the n:ighborhood of Leam-
ington, Ont., by an extraordinary out-
break -of caterpilars, which devoured
everything befole  them. Application
was made -to th¥-Agricultural College
at Gﬁelph for advice and assistance,
and L. Caesar of the entomological de-
partment was & once sent up to in-
vestigate. The hsect proved to be the
variegated cutworm (peridroma sau-
cia), which has on previous occasions
appeared in dewastating numbers, the
most serious outbreak having occur-
red in British Cdlumbia and the neigh-
boring Pacific Coast states In 1900.
Near Leamington the worms were first
observed in clover fields, where they
scon devoured: the crop and left the
ground ‘bare aand black; they then
marched on to the next field and e¢on-
sumed whatever vegetation they met

i with; corn and tobacco, tomatoes : nd

other vegetables, seemed especial fav-
orites for consumption. If a fruit tree
happened to be in their way, they
climbed it and devoured both fruit
and foliage; many peach trees were
thus attacked and the fruit ruined.
Like the cutworms these caterpil-
lars feed only at night and remain in
concealment during the day, hiding in
the ground where the soil is loose and
under any rubbish or other shelter
that they can find. When full-grown

The
moth, inté which they finally turn, has
a wing expansion of about an inch,
and is dark blackish brown in color,
often clouded with red towards the
front margin of the wings, but with
no conspicuous or distinguishinz
markings;
with a pearly lustre. Like so manv
other of our most destructive insects,
this one has come to us from Europe.

Many specimens have been sent to
the college for identification from var-
ious parts of the province, the com-
plaint being in most cases that the
worms are destroying the green to-
matoes by boring great holes thru and
thru them; in some cases corn is bad-
ly injured and' in gardens vegetables
of all kinds are attacked.

Remedies,

The most effective remedy for thesa
nocturnal marauders is -the poisoned
bran mash, which is made by mixing
half a pound of Paris green in 50 lbs.
of bran (the proportion for larger or
smaller quantities is ‘1 to 100); -the
poison should be added to the dry
bran little - by little and stirred all
the time till the whole is tinged with
the green color, then add water sweet-
ened with sugar or molasses till the
mixture is sufficiently moistened fto
crumble nicely thru the fingers. If
bran cannot be procured, shorts or
flour may be used, and for fleld work
may be distributed dry by means of
a seed drill. The mash is sprinkled
about the plants at sundown ,and af-
ter dark the worms come out and eat
it in preference to the vegetation and
then go off and die, usually in their
Paris green,

may be used on many plants with
much advantage.

When the worms are very numer-
ous and are moving on from one fleld
to another, their progress may be
checked by plowing a deep furrow
alead of them—two about 4 feet parg
