Wiil €o North Shortly and Hopes to Have
the Sled Road Between the Stikime
River and Teslin Lake Open by March
31-Rothschilds Have Bought a Hunlker
Creek Claim and Will Develop itat Once.

Vancouver, B.C., Feb. 9.—T, H.: White,
manager of construction for McKenzie and
Mann's Stikine Railway, who arrived in

Vancouver yesterday, will go north at an
early date. “He hopes to bhave the sled
road completed between Stikine River and
Teslin Lake by the end of March.
Rothschilds Take a Hand.

The Rothschilds, England's finanociers,i
have for a big price acquired from agents
in Vancouver, B.C., the hydraulic gold gra-
vel claims on the Hunker Créek in the Yu-
kon. ‘The deposit is said to be 120 feet
thick and enormously rich. The lease will
be for twenty years, the original owner, a
poor Swede named Anderson, for whom the
property was disposed, retaining an inter-
est. Rothschilds will sped $150,000 at once
in developing the property.

THE ALL-CANADIAN ROUTE.

Wrangel Peoplc Expect it and arc Getting
Ready for a Beom.

Chicago, . Feb.  9.—Omer Maris, The Re-
cord’'s special correspondent at Skaguay,
Alaska, writes: Fort Wrangel, a most in-
teresting village, has of late been sharing
in the general prosperity of Alaska. It
is the port of entrance to the Stikine River
route, which is regarded by many as . the
most avadable way of getting toth Klon-
dike. A railroad across the table land from
Glenora to Testn Lake is regarded by the
Wrangel people as a certainty. With ats
completion the summer trip from Seattle to
Dawson could be made in from ten fo
twelve days. It is expected that more than
a dozen steamboats will be put on the Sti-
kine River the coming summer, and trading
posts, where a complete outfit can be pur-
chased, will be established at Glenora, 140
miles up the river, This is called the “all-
Canadian route,” as it §s the only practi-
cable way of entering the gold country
without going over American ground, and
for that reason will be favored by Cana-
dian and London people and corpomations,
whether it is the most practicable route or
not. A rich discovery of quartz in the old
Casslar district is reported within the last
two or three days. Like that at Cripple
Creek and as in the case of many of the
best mines in the world, it wzs found In
country that had been traveled over, if
not prospected, for years.

WORDS OF GAUTION.

The Dangers of Too Great Acquisitions

o of Territory.

A Moderate and Judiclgus Reply to the
Earl of Kimberley—France Got the
Retter of Great Britain in Madagascar
—French Government Has Not Acted
Falrly—Cable News.

London, Feb. 9.—ILord Salisbury, in
his speech in the House of Lords yes-
terday, said that the Earl of Kimberley
in his speech, had repeatedly warned
the Government against the dangers of
excessive acquisitions. Lord Salisbury
declared that he heartiiy concurred
with the noble Earl, and added :

“1 believe there is danger in our publié
opinion of a reaction to the doctrine
of 30 or 40 years ago, when it was
thought that it was our duty to fight
everybody and take everything. I think
that a very dangerous doctrine, not
merely because we would thereby excite
other nations against us—and the repu*
tation we are now enjoying in Huropa
is mot by any means pleasant or ad-
vantageous—but because there is &
much more serious danger of overtax-
ing our strength.

“However strong we may be, there
is a point beyond which our strength
does not go. It is courage and wisdom
to exert that strength to its;attainable
limit, but madness  and ruin to pass
it. It is of extreme importance that
we do not allow party feelings. to pre-
vent the discovering and, following of
the narrow lines that separate undue
concessions and undue “terror from the
rashness which, more than once in his-
tory, has beemn .the ruin of nations as
great and as powerful as ourselves,”
France Ahead as Regards Madagasear.

Lord Salisbury admitted that France
had gct the better of England as re<
gards Madagascar. He 'said that the
French armies had invaded the island
with the avowed intention of main-
taining the proctectorate. If they had
adhered to their intention the British
treaties with the Queen of Madagasenr
would have been safe, but when the
French were masters of the situation,
they suddenly changed the protectorate
to annexation, and with the latter the
British treaties fell, He repudiated
responsibility for this condition of af-
fairs, declaring that if there was any
responsibility it belonged to the Glad-
stone (Government aovr allowing the
French to invade Madagascar.

Lord Salisbury added : “The real
truth is;” we $aye ground for discon-
tent with the ‘treat we. have ve-
celved at the hands of‘the ¥rench Gov-
ernment. 'We have protested against it
very strongly. Weé ednceive that the ad-
verse tariff now being inflicted upon us
is one which the French Government,
according to the ordinary rules of in-
ternational comity, is not -entitled to' en-
force. I di not know whether the
Farl of Kimberley blames me for not
having gone further. ‘I do not think
he does, but I do not conceal in the
least my impression of the manner in
which the French (Government has set
aside its cleéar pledges as to the. pur
pose of the expedition to Madagascar."”

BRITISH HODSE OF COMMONS.

Michael Davitt Moves to Amend the
Address by Proposing Rellef
for lreland.

London, Feb. 9.—The debate on thé
address, in reply to the speech from
the Throne, was resumed in the House
of Commons to-day, Mr. Michael Dav-
itt, member for South Mayo, moving an
amendment. calling attention to the dis-
tress in Ireland and the failure of the
potato crop. The motion was seconded
by Mr. John P. Hayden, member for
South. Roscommon, and was supported
by Mr. Johm Dillon, chairman of the
Irish Parliamentary Party, and mem-
ber for Kast Mayo, who said the mis-
ery in Ireland was a scandal to the
Government. Mr. Dillon added that the
distress was aggravated by evictions of
the starving,and he ecalled upon the Gov-
ernment for immediate, comprehensive
proposals for the relief of the sufferers,

After Messrs. Plunkett, Redmond and
Healy had spoken, Mr. Gerald Balfour,
Chief Secretary for Ireland, denied that
the Government had been slow to re
cognize the distress in Ireland. He fully
acknowledged the situation was grav-
and called for exceptional measures,and
defended the relief measures adopted,
