It has hitherto been_ a. custom of the
church that when & man leayes the min-
istry he gets back all he has paid jnto
the Superannudtion Fund. . The committee
> osed to.pay him, back only 50 per cent,
in the future. Of .course several of the
ministers did not take kindly.-to the notlon,
put the laymen, led by Mr. Gurney, carried
the day, and the committee’s actlon was
commended.

It appeared, according to Mr, Campbell,
that some minjsters who had been put on
the superannuation lst had since gone into
businesses of a secular nature, and were
making a good thing. In future these gen-
tlemen will not be allowed to continuc
drawing on the fund unless financially in
need of its help.

Afternoon Session.

The length of the pastoral term engaged
the attention of Conference in the after-
moon. Rev. N. R. Willoughby, dn opposi-
tion to the committee, wanted a straighx
four years’ term for the future. A four
years’ term, with extension to a fifih,
upon motion of the official board, seemed a
better plan to several of the others.

Judge Dean thought the minister ought
to be specially invited for his fourth year,
and several other laymen spoke to the
same effect.

Dr. AntHff, voicing, as he said, the senti-
ments of the younger members of ¢he
ministry, protested that a five-year (erm
was not a bit too long; whereas Dr. Mac-
Laren thought the lengthening ljttle by
little of the term was a covert blow at the
whole Itinerancy system, which was @
vital principle of Methodism, and was de-
fended by act of Parliament.

““Hasten slowly in this lengthening pro-
cess,” was Dr. Maclaren’s advice at the
end of a warm speech.

Mr. Morton, on the other hand, was all
for elasticity. It was not pre-emimently a
question for the laymen.

Mr. Nixon, however, the next speaXer,
thought it was largely for the laymen to
decide. = He  had stories to tell of min-
isters who gave no end of trouble to con-
gregations by thelr staying powers, and
Dr. Gaetz, who followed, grew vociferous
in his denunciation of the proposed four-
years’ term as a delusion and a snare.

Favored a Long Term.

Mr. Rowell ridiculed the idea that Meth-
odism was first a form of church govern-
ment, and only secondly a life. Itinerancy,
in John Wesley’s day, was an expedient to
meet a necessity created in the scarcity of
preachers. Mr. Rowell was for a long
term, By the evidence of eminent men
in the United States the five-year term
was the best adapted for the city circults,
though not so satisfactory in the rural
districts.

Dr. Jackson made a point here when he
sald that no minister was capable of reach-
ing every element in a congregation, and,
therefore, the itinerancy plan was a good
one.

The item recommended by the. commitice
was then carried. The law as it stands
for the present with regard to the pastoral
term runs as follows: ‘That the proviso
in sub-section 4, paragraph 140, be amenderd
to read: Provided, however, that at the
request of the Quarterly Board, expressed
by a majority of three-quarters of those
present, and voting by ballot at a regu-
lar meeting (due notice of the meeting
having been given that the pastoral supply
will be considered thereat) the Stationing
Committee may appoint a minister to a
station for four or five years In succes-
sion.”

Delegates Received,

Half-past four brought a welcome vreliof,
when the reception of delegates from ont-
side bodies came up. The Congregational-
ists were sending three representatives,
Messrs, Gerry, O'Hara and Hyde, and the
British Episcopal Church sent one, Rev.
Richard Halcher. All replied to the reced-
tion given them in brief speeches.

The representative of the British Method-
ist Episcopal Church ravher took the Con-
ference by surprise. Rev. R. Halcher I8 a
fcll-blooded negro, ‘“‘as- black as two mid-
nights in a dark cellar,”” as he himself
put it. He was born in slavery on a Mis-
s'ssippl plantation. He is a stalwart,strong-
