,Stratford Beacon : The level railway
crossing is always dangerous. Such
dgessings could not be aHl done away
with, bécause it would entail anenor-
mous expense on the railway compan-

ies, tho there are certain places where
their use should be compulsory. Peo-
ple having occasion to frequently cross
railway tracks become so accustomed
to the danger that in many cases they
become careless. The three young
people who were killed at a crossing
at Grimsby, it is thought, were wait-
ing for a freight train to pass in one
direction, and when it passed stepped
onto the track, which is double there,
not noticing the express coming in the
opposite direction, which struck and
killed them. Whether this is so or not
people should take no risks of loiter-
ing when crossing railway tracks or

| by walking upon them when they have

no right. They should always exercise
the utmost caution when they have
occasion even for a moment to be on
a track.

HOW MURPHY DIED.

S§t. Catharines, Dec. 12.—(Special.)—
The coroner's jury empanelled to en-
guire into the circumstances attending
the death of James Murphy, who was
killed while walking on the tracks of
the N. 8. & T. R. on Monday afternoon
last, was resumned this evening. No
one saw the acecident, but the five em-
ployes of the road who were in charge
of the train at the time of the accident,
and these gave evidence to-night. The
engine was pushing a freight car ahead
and one of the brakemen, R. G. Mur-
ray, was on top of the car as a look-
out; Murphy appeared on the tracks
between Page and Niagara-streets, and
the engineer was signalled to slow
c¢own. Murray called to the man, who
stepped off the track, and the yz‘ain
was started again: just then Murphy
stepped on the track again. Before the
train could be stopped the freight car
struck him and dragged him about 125
feet under the car. He was quite
d~nd and the bodv was badly mangled
when taken from under the car.

WIith Intermittent aitempts at en-
forcement and low-grade . legislators, the
hest form of prohibition becowes a provok-
ing-failure, to be followed ‘some day, soon
or ‘late, by repeal. - .

Possibly the system best suited to our
proyvince would be docal option for the coun-
try %ene:all)', with government conirol ag
an alternative, for the large centres.

If we had such a law in this province,
and decided to adopt government control
as the measure best snited fo Toronto, the
matter n¥ight be worked out in this way :

1. Instead of tbe liquor trade of this eity
being in the hands.of 200 license-holders,
as at the present time, It would be admin-
istered by, say, 20 agents, to whom proper
ealaries would be paid, and whose position
weould be equal'to that of any ciher sovern-
ment officlajs, such as pestmasters and
customs pofficers.

2. These agents might be .appointed in
any one of the following ways :

(@) By the government.

(b) By popular vote, as in the case of
water commissioners.

(r) By the County Judges.

(d) By the Sup.rior Court Judges.

(¢) By a commission appointed by the
government or the courts,

By following any of the three -latter
methods the matter of appointment coad
be képt out of the arena of politics, which
would be highly desirable, perbaps indispen-
sable, to the successful working out of the
system.

3. The agents appointed should -be men of
the highest character, and should be se ect-
cd as equally as possible from both pelitical
parties,

4. Sales should be made under the sever-
est limitations as to hours, and should not
be allowed to minors, womea or clubs, or
to anyone on eredif,

5. All sales should be. in- unbreken -pack-
ages. not to be opened or consumed on the
premises.

6. Profits arising from the sales should be
nsed excipsively for the secial and wgoral
betterment of the community, in providing
places of entertainment, imstruction and
recreation, to take the place of the saloons,
which, in our present system, make a poor
and disastrous attempt at filing what is a
real want.

In the scheme briefly outlined above there
would be the following advantages :

1. Nearly all citizens wounld unite in ask-
ing, for dts Intreduction and assisting in its
development,
