Pose the government's fiscal and rail-
way policy. It may be guessed, how-
€ver, that the ex-Minister of Public
Works will not sit on the same side of
the House as the present Ministers at
the beginning of a new parlfament. It
may be also asked if the abandonment
of the St. Mary’s division by its sit-
ting member would not be evidence of
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weakness on the part of the ex-Minis
ter, and, while the Ministerial organs
may answer in the affirmative, the
general opinion s that Mr. Tarte
would not be showing good judgment
by contesting the division he now re~
presents,

In the first place the government
will make a dead set upon the late
martyr of the administration no mat-
ter where he may present himself,
while every contractor in the service
of the Public Works Department will
certainly be called upon to exarcise
every possible human device in order
to encompass his defeat. St. Mary's
or any other city division would be a
favorable stamping ground for the
promoters of such a campaign, and
means may be resorted to that would
most likely be unavailing in a rural
constituency.

No Friend in Him,

Govermment operation of railways has
no friend in Sir Richard Cartwright.
He said that by handing the road to the
Grand Trunk the government would
escape a sea of difficulty. Were the
government to cwn and operate the
line, there would be no end of demands
for branches. He had seen enough of
government operation of railways to €on-
vince him that under the present form
of government in Camada it would Le
highly impolitic and prejudicial to
Canadian interests for the country to
own and operate its railways. So far
as the principle had been applied in
Canada, it had proved unsatisfactory
and costly-

Sir Richard lauded the immigrants
who are coming into Canada fromn the
United States, but he expressed a dark
suspicion that these Americans are ach-

ing for a chance to divert the trade of |

the Canadian west southward. That
danger could not be absolutely averted,
but it ecould be mitigated by the steps
which are being taken to provide suffi-
cient railway farilities, Sir Richard
conveyed the impression that not only
the American immigrants, but the
Grand Trunk Railway, harbors potent
designs which must be headed off by
a transcontinental railway., The Grand
Trunk, he raid, had numerous connec-
tions in the Western States, and if Can-
ada réfused the out-stretched hand the
result might be to Canada’s serfous dis-
advantage;

As for the nature of the country which
the road would open up, Sir Richard de-
clared that it i known a thousand
times better than was the route
of the C.P.R., when that wnder-
taking was begun. He admitted
that the country would have to
shoulder a large liability. The
country would take risks, but
when was a great national policy put
thru without risks? Sir Richard pro-
mised that there would be returned to
the national treasury ten fold what is
taken from it. Population would so
increase that in one year there would
be compensation for the entire ex-
penditure.

be held. Krushevo is situated on the
summit of a hill to the northyest of
Monastir. It contained 2000 houses
and 10,000 inhabitasts, mostly Vlachs,
who are prosperous merchants.

The Macedonian Committee has been
making arrangements to occupy the
town, and authorities of Krushevo
begged the Vali of Monastir to send
reinforcements, but warnings were 18~
nored. ;

On Aug. 2 a band of 300 insurgents
fentered ithe rown, discraging their
rifles,

The band first burned the residence
of the Mudir and massacred the garri=
son of Turkish soldiers and the officials
of the town, but the invaders spared
the Turkish harems.

On the following morning the Koma-
tijis established a provisional govern~
ment. They killed ten Christians, who
they believed had betrayed the plans
of the committee. The notables of the
town were compelled to contribute
$10,000 to the revolutionary fund, while
the inhabitants were ordered to melt
down their spoons to make bullets.
The Turks informed of the capture of
the towwn gent from [@Perlepe three
squadrons of cavalry, which were at-
tacked en route and compelled to re-
tire with a loss of 100 killed.

On Aug. 13 the Turks concentrated
seven battalions and one battery, one
Kruschevo. A proposal to allow wo=
men and children to leave~was declined
and the ombardment began. The
Komatijis abandoned the town and
escaped.

The Turks entered and attacked the
houses of Greek notables and ordered
the inmates to be searched and then
tsripped. They sgeized the money and
Jewels and ravished those who resist~
ed, being Immediately killed.

The hand of the Greek priest’s daugh-

When the houses had been pillaged
the Turkish peasants loaded their
horses with whatever the soldiers left
and the residences were burned. The
sack of Kruschevo lasted three days.
