On being told that his wife was not in 
the house, she says that he locked the 
doors and attempted to search through 
the rooms, but on not* finding her, he 
went out, at the same time using some 
very abusive language.

The prisoner’s wife said that about sup­
per time on Saturday night she went into 
the porch of their ÿiouse and her husband 
followed, stood over her with a large 
butcher knife and made a threat on her 
ÿfe, but as he held the knife the door of 
the porch opened and he fell back in 
time to permit the witness to escape.

Policeman Finlay, who made the. arrest, 
said that on receiving a telephone call 
to the house, he went there and found 
Mrs. Carey in fear of returning to the 
place, seemingly a fraid of her husband. 
He was told what had taken place, and 
going • to Mrs. Connoly’s house; found the 
knife which had been used. It was a 
butcher knife and had been taken there 
by Mrs. Carey with* the intention of burn­
ing it.

Carey was remanded.

1’ittsburg, Jan. 24—Although the ques­
tion of how much baseball rather than 
how to play was the paramount issue in 
the meetings of the joint schedule and 
rules committees of the American and 
.National Leagues today, the rule-makers 
had before them today several proposals 
more or less important alterations in the 
game. The suggestions were drawn up by 
Robert Mcftoy, the American League 
retary and John Flanner, Ban Johnson’s 
general utility man.

One of the proposals is to prohibit “hid­
ing the ball.’’ The trick was a favorite 
with big league infielders seasons ago, and 
even now is often tried with success. The 
principal objection given to it is the de­
lay- involved. Even if the base runner is t 
onto the trick and knows the where­
abouts of the ball, the man who hides it 
is usually loathe to give it up, until actu­
ally found with it in his possession and 
this, hesitation is invariably responsible for 
the lÆs of a'minute or two of valuable 
playing time.

Another proposed change gives base run­
ners the right to make as many bases as 
they can when a thrown hall hits the um­
pire while that official is on fair ground. 
The ball would remain it) play according 
to-the amendment, just as though it hit a 
base runner.

According to the present rules, yild pit­
ches and passed balls are scored as errors 
only rihen they enable the batsmen to 
reach first base. "The American Leaguers 
propose the change that errors be scored 
also whenever any base runner finds oppor­
tunity to advance on a wild pitched ball. 
Another proposed change in tbes coring 
rules provides that one assist should be 
credited to each man who handles the ball 
in a “run up,” including the player who 
makes the “put out,” in case the latter 
hag not handled the ball previously.

Whether the National League teams 
shall play 168 games or 154 as n past 
years is the paramount issue under de­
bate. Chairman C. H. Ebbets, of the Na­
tional League schedule committee said to­
day:
