Judge Daniel Lionel Hanington Passed Away at his Home in 
Dorchester This Morning After a Lingering Illness—He 

Was a Prominent Member of the Provincial Judiciary £

Beirut, Asiatic Turkey, May 6—The situ­
ation at Suadia where a number of Ar­
menians have been massacred has been re­
lieved as a result of the presence and ex­
ertions of the captain of the British bat­
tleship Triumph, and the British consul 
at Alexandretta who went down the coast 
on board the Triumph. The two officials 
visited Caladoran and Kessab and found 
these towns indescribable charnel houses. 
There are over 1,000 helpless and destitute 
women in a village on the sea coast near 
Kessab.

Adana, Wednesday, April 28, via Con­
stantinople, May 5—The Rev. Stephen R. 
Trowbridge, a missionary of the American 
board of commissioners for foreign mis­
sions, estimates the number of Armenians 
killed in this province of Adana since the 
outbreak of the anti-Christian rioting at 
23,000. Continuing the missionary said to­
day: “The surviving Armenians in the en­
tire province are largely women and chil­
dren. They amount to about 25,000 souls 
and are today without homes or anything. 
A most pitiable and wretched multitude is 
passing up and down the streets of Adana 
like a lost people. They throng the big 
factory yards where a dole of flour is giv­
en out by the relief committee. Crowds of 
broken hearted women and children are 
coming from the country to even greater 
misery in the city.”

Mr. Trowbridge haa written a further 
account of the events at Adana in which 
he says: “The Armenians did not die 
without resisting, and the fury of the 
Turks increased in proportion as the ar­
méniens succeeded in slaying Mohamme­
dans. For two days preceding the out­
break there had been a bitter feud be­
tween Moslems and Christians. In one 
vineyard shooting was begun, and hatred 
was aroused on April 18th, an Armenian, 
who had been beaten, shot one of his op­
ponents dead, and wounded two others. 
This man 'escaped to Messina, and took

Thegreatly alarmed <$ie Armenian», 
body of the Moslem killed in the vine­
yard was purposely dragged to an open 
square, and left there exposed by the 
Turks, as a fanatical challenge. Subse­
quent events have shown clearly that 
the . Adana government acquiescd, if it 
did not actually participate in the cruel 
and indiscriminate assaults .which 
thereupon mad* by fire, rifle and sword, 
upon the entire Armenian community 
Two Christian jrrisoners, who escaped from 
government headquarters, report that 
horsemen came in at intervals from outly­
ing districts, and reported to the military 
authorities as follows: “Mamidich is fin­
ished,” or- "Ckjminiyeh is finished,” mean­
ing that the Armenian populations of 
these places had been put to death. The 
military officers received this infOnngtion 
as a matter of course.''

Continuing Mr. Trowbridge relates hour 
he had reached the governor of Adana by 
the dash across the city carrying a Turk­
ish flag and accompanied by two Turks. 
“The Governor was running about in dis­
may,” Mr. Trowbridge says, “and could 
scarcely give a coherent answer to my 
questions and demands. I told hint of the 
murder of Henry Maurer and D. M. Rog­
ers, American missionaries. His answer 
was “Me cannot be responsible.” To this 
I replied: “you must be responsible, we 
have no other force to rely on except 
the government. You have abandoned Hi 
through this crisis.” On bis way back lo 
the mission house Mr. Trowbridge observ­
ed that all the shops in Central Square 
of Adana both Christian a’nd Moslem had 
been looted. Armenians begging Tefuge at 
government headquarters Were killed in 
the market place. Villagers who brought 
prisoners to the government headquarters 
were asked: “Why did you not finish 
these giaours in the villages, why have 
you brought them here.” )

It is Mr. Trowbridge’s conviction that à

Brunswick, and his death has left a void 
which it will be difficult to fill.

Judge Hanington was a son of the late 
Hon. Daniel Hanington, M. L. C. He was 
born at Shediac, June 27, 1835, and was 
educated at the local grammar school and 
at Sackville Academy. He was called to 
the bar in 1881 and soon acquired a large 
practice and became clerk of the circuits 
and county courts. He was created a Q. 
C. by the Marquis of Lome in 1881 and 
was subsequently elected a governor of 
Kings College, Windsor, where he 
also professor of Procedure and Ecclesias­
tical Law, and received the honorary de­
gree of LL.1 D. from Mount Allison Uni­
versity.

As a member of the Church of England, 
he has been elected a delegate to the Dio­
cesan and Provincial Synods and was an 
earnest advocate of the union of the 
church in Canada, by the establishment 
of the general synod. He has always taken 
part in the legislative work of the church.

In local politics, he was a Liberal of the 
old New Branewick school, but as regards 
the federal government he supported Sir 
Jiohn Macdonald, and those associated 
with him at Ottawa. He sat for West­
morland county in the local assembly 
from December ' 1870, till June 1874, when 
he was defeated on the “Bible and Reli­
gious Instrudtioh in Common Schools ques­
tion,” which he advocated. He was return­
ed again in 1878 and continued to hold hia 
seat in the legislature up to the date of 
his appointment as a Pusine Judge .of the 
Supreme Court of New Brunswick, in 
April 1892. He became a member of the 
New Brunswick government in July 1878 
and was premier of the province from May 
1882, to February 1883. He was married 
in October 1881 to Miss Emily Myers, fifth 
daughter of T. R. Wetmore, judge of pro­
bates at Gagetown, N. B.

Judge Hanington has three sons and 
four daughters. The sons we Henry, of 
Grand Forks, B. C.; Robert Wetmore, of 
Vancouver, B. C., and Charles Lionel, of 
Dorchester. The daughters are: Mias Har­
riet at home; Mrs. M. G. Teed, of this 
city; Mrs. Besant, of Dorchester, and Mis. 
Gesner.Kerr, of Newark, N. J.

IMPROVE FERRY SERVICE

The Canadian commissioners are enter­
taining the visitors informally at the 
Union Club today and this evening they 
will leave for their homes.

The first regular sitting of the commis­
sion will be held in Van Buren, prob­
ably on Thursday of next week. It is 
probable that an examination will be 
made into conditions there and also at 
other points on the river.

The appointment of the commission is 
the result of the differences growing out 
of the use of the river by the lumber in­
terests ■ of both countries. It is a purely 
business commission whose object is con­
ciliatory in character and an effort will be 
made to reach a satisfactory adjustment 
of the issues involved.

Questions unsettled as a result of the 
commission's work will, it is said, be 
taken up by the joint high commission 
provided for in the treaty which was 
signed last January for the settlement of 
differences betwt^n Canada and the 
United States.

Meeting of ferry Committee He'd This Morning When Num­
erous Reforms Were Suggested and the Whole Matter 
Referred to a Sub Committee. FOREST FIRES

IN ALBERTA
Alderman Belyea esked if anything was 

to be done regarding increase^ for the 
employes, and the chairman replied that 
the matter would be taken up by the 
committee and dealt with at the next 
meeting.

The alderman also contended that it was 
unnecessary for the steamers to describe 
a large course in crossing the harbor. They 
should go direct across. The tide, he claim­
ed, did not interfere to any great extent. 
He also referred to the practice of fisher­
men interfering with the ferry and claimed 
the fishermen had not right to interfere 
with the steamer and that they were there 
at their own risk. *

Aid. Belyea also contended that less 
time might be consumed in making the 
trips. He discussed the matter at some 
length with the superintendent, and it 
was decided that the committee should 
look into the matter to see if a quicker 
sendee could not be given. He also 
brought up the matter of the ferry inter­
fering with Knox’s wharf, but it was de­
cided to allow the harbor board to deal 
with the matter. He also brought up the 
matter of the practice of the ferry em­
ployes using half worn out planks, which 
had resulted in accidents to several hor­
ses. The superintendent said he did not 
know of any such planks being used. New 
planks were supposed to be put down. 
Aid. Belyea advocated that heavier planks 
be imed.

On motion of Aid- Wilson, Aid. Belyea 
was added to the committee appointed to 
look into ferry matters.

Aid. Holder and Aid. Belyea had some 
discussion as to the merits and life of the 
different classes of lumber. Aid Wilson 
took exception to Aid. Belyea’s remarks 
about the ferry steamer's course. He ex­
plained that the Island bar and eddies 
were responsible for the serpentine course. 
He also defended the drift fishermen, who, 
he said, be thought exercised good care in 
keeping out of the way of the boats, and 
the captains of the steamers also were 
careful in not injuring the fishermen’s 
nets. He thought the captains should be 
paid as much as the engineers, and said 
he had been surprised to learn that the 
latter got $70 a month and the former 
$60.

The ferry committee -met this morning 
at 11 o’clock, and after discussing a num­
ber of matters concerning the operation 
of the boats and the system of doing 
business, a committee was appointed to go 
into the wholè question and report.

Alderman Potts presided, and others 
present were, Aldermen Scully, Holder, 
Wilson and Belyea, with Superintendent 
Glasgow.
