BUSNESS MEN HERE
GVE INTERVIEWS 10
MARITIME MERGHANI

1. ‘B Estabroob and W. S
Fisher Tak of Matters Other
‘Than Tea and Hardware

In a series of interviews with St. John
merchants in this' week’s issue of the
! Maritime Merchant are two which deal
with matters of interest apart from or-
dinary business concerns. One is with
T. H. Esiabrooks and the other with
W. S. Fishers. We quote:—

“We sat for an hour in the shade of!
the palm in T. H. Estabrook’s office,
and strange to sey, we came away with-
out hearing Mr. Estabrooks refer to the'
business situation at all. What we talked
about was the need for establishing a'
working arrangement between the gov-|
ernments of the maritime provinces
whereby certain rules and regulations
which obtained in one province would be,
effective in each of the others, l

“As an illustration, Mr. Estabrooks:
mentioned the public schools. Today, a|
teacher with a New Brunswick diploma;
is not permitted to find employment in
Nova Scotia without passing a new ex-
amination. Just what the difference be-
tween school subjects in the two prov-
inces is, we do not know, but we suspect
it is very little, and it is Mr. Estabrooks’|
opinion that the time has arrived when,
the provinces should get together with!
regard to this and other matters of |
mutual interest. Racially, there is no
difference in our people, and our prob-
lems of life are practically the same.
Why then should not some consideration
be given to standardising our educational
and other efforts, so that our population
would be mterchangeable, so to speak,
in practically all departments having to
do with the public welfare?

“We ought to be able to use a Sackville
school teacher in Pictou and vice versa.
Further, it seems to:us that an in-
solvency law which is good in Cape
Breton and Yarmouth, ought to be
equally good in Watmorland N.B, andl
all the counties of Prince Edward Island.
And so in many departments it seems]
clear that if our efforts could be stan-
dardised Tt would be an advantage to
all concerned.

“We commend Mr. Estabrooks’ sug-,
gestion to the consideration of the new|
executive of the Maritime Forward

some time can be spent, for while we|
have referred only to one or two things:
there are numerous others in which
standardising would be an advantage. i

“It was not about hardware, or stoves,
or-the war, that we talked with W.' S.
Fisher. The thing Mr. Fisher chiefly
discoursed on was agriculture, He thinks
the time is not far distant when our
eastern farmers will be able to make
much money raising cattle. He does
not know that they can do this today—
at least he is not sure that they can—
but he thinks the signs of the times all
point to a great shortage in the supply
of beef, and therefore of an advance
in the price of cattle.

“Mr. Fisher expects to see an increased
interest in mixed farming in New
Brunswick from the present time on.
He thinks there are several good reasons
for this expectation, and the first one
ig that many farmers who were building
their ' all: on potato growing and prac-
tically nothing else, have met with dis-
appointment. The second reason is that
the introduction of cream separators, and
new inventions of one kind and another,
have made things possible in mixed
farming, that would have been out of
the question ten years ago. And lastly,
said Mr, Fisher, there is the price of
farm products. I believe it is relatively
higher than that of any other commo-
dity in general use at the present time.
That farming as an industry in the
provinces is likely to pay, I feel assured;
consequently I feel it is likeiy to have a
much bigger following than'ever.”
