JBLAN ST, NAZARE

400 Germans, Wlth Hands Up,
Raced For Allies’ Trenches to

Surrender

Paris, June 4—The ‘otﬂmn.lbeye-thness
today gives supplementary details of the
capture by French forces of the town of

Ablain-8t. Nazaire, to the northwest of
Arras.

“French troops,” the writer says, “on
May 12 occupied most of, the position,
and on May 28 and 29 succeeded in com-
pleting its capture. In the first attack
we occupied many houses and important
vantage points, but ‘the Germans clung
tenaciously to the church and cemetery.
It was through the centre of the village
and in and around the cemetery, there-
fore, that the hottest fighting took place.

“On May 28 the same division which
had- distinguished itself by the capture
of Carency, taking 2,700 prisoners in
four days, began the attack. The com-
mander of the French forces knew ex-
actly the enemy’s strength—five quick-
firers in the cemetery and four quick-
firers stationed in a priest’'s house—as
well as many. other details, including
knowledge of the low morale of the
troops to which the German prisoners
had attested.

“Before the attack was begun a heavy
fire was directed on the ground behind
the cemetery, thus effectively preventing
the enemy from advancing any reinforce-
ments. Bravely charging over the
broken ground our troops were not long
in attaining their objective, dispersing
the Germans before them and quickly
attaining the low rise on which the
cemetery .is situated. ‘Other soldiers
executed a flank movement and attack-
ed and routed the Germans.

“The position was being quickly or-
ganized when a strange apparition ap-
peared. It was a thick column of the
enemy running toward us. We believed
at first that it was a counter-attack, and
we prepared to resist it. But the men
were all unarmed and with hands raised
above their heads they were giving
themselves up, racing t full speed across
-| the cemetery in fear of their own guns,
whose fire was more deadly than:that of
the enemy. Four hundred Germans, in-
cluding seven officers, arrived breathless
in our trenches. The whole action lasted
but fifteen minutes.

“During the night and the followin
morning the whole village was captur
from the several hundred soldiers hold-
ing the position. After the attack on
the 29th of May twenty alone remained
living, most of the others having been
killed by their own artillery for wishing
to give themselves up ‘to the French.

* To justify his action in removing the
street car rails at the corner of Union
and Waterloo streets to progeed with his
repairs to the pavement, Commissioner
Potts produced a letter, dated June 1,
1915, from H. M. Hopper, general man-
ager of the company, agreeing to change
the grade of the rails as required; also
to do what other work was required by
the department of public works, with
the understanding_that the question of
who should pay for it would be left to
the courts, but he refused to lay groove
rails. Portions of the letter as as fol-
lows:

“In reference to our meeting provid-
ing for the proper construction of road-
bed and to arrange to fay groove rails
at the intersection, will say that this
work is practically new and that there
is a concrete foundation underneath the
tracks. We will be pleased to raise the
tracks if you require the grade altered.
. “In order, however, that there shall
be no annoyance to the public or delay
in starting our car service, we will be

repared to make any changes in the
oundations that your department re-
guires, on the understa.ndmg that a‘case
be stated for the opinion of the supreme
court, and, if our contention is correct,
the city pay for any work we may do in
this connection.”

Mr. Hopper added that the present
rails were practically new and that, as
the company did not think it in the pub-
lic interest to substitute groove rails,
they could fot accede to that request.

Statement by Company

The St. John Railway Company issue
the followlng statement of their side of
the case in the controversy with the
commissioner ‘of public works:

" “The Street Railway Company has
not broken any agreement made with
the city and” was and still is ready to
carry out its letter of June 1. Mr. Potts
knows this,” noththstandmg his state-
ment to the contrary in the “Standard.’

UNOOUGTED FRENCH RESOURGES |

To supply the men needed France has
an astonishing store of soldier material.
At the date of this writing, March 15,
1015, France has 2,000,000 men on .thej.
battle-line. Behind these, she has in
waiting about 1,800,000 more * trained
soldiers. These are gathered in military
depots or camps, located conveniently
near the front. There are 210 of these
reservoirs of men for infantry alone.

-In case of emergency there can be
added to these 900,000 men between the
ages of thirty-nine and forty-five; to
these could be added 250,000 men of the
class of 1916, and the same number of
class of 1917; these men would be youths
of seventeen to eighteen years of age,
respettively.

France’s ﬂnancial resources would seem
to be very large. The Bank of France
reports a gold reserve of 4,000,000,000
francs; and that institution estimates
that' the people have in t,ﬁexr stockings

|

the same amount of gold. It would ap-
pear that this estimate is genergus in,
view of the extremely heavy mvestments
which the French people have made in|
Russia. The inability of South Ameri-|
can countries to pay their vast oblngu-z
tions on account of extensive French in-
vestments in that quarter caused a tem-
porary disturbance in certain banking
circles; but it is not believed that it has
produced serious embarrassment.

Like all other of the warring ecoun-
tries except Germany, France declared
a moratorium at the outbreak of the
war. From the very first, however, the
banks paid $250, plus 5 per cent, of the
balance of the deposit. This proportmn
was graduelly increased, and at the time'
of this writing, it is 50 per cent of de-
posits; but from the beginning of the
year the greater banks gave all deposxts
in full. Also, these larger financial in-
stitutions resumed the payment of divi-
dends, which had been suspended from
the outbreak of the war.

"These larger and solider banks at first
paid to their employes who were called
to the colors full salaries if married, and
half salaries if unmarried; but beg-mmng

married employes were reduced. The
reason of this probably was that the
government pays the wives of soldiers
125 francs per day (25 cents), and 50
centimes (10 cents) per day for each
child.—From “As Witnessed in France,”
by Albert J. Beveridge, in the American
Review of Reviews for June.
