JEWS T0 OBSERVE
FEAST OF LIGHTS

(Bangor Commercial.)

Bangor Jews Tuesday and on the fol-
lowing seven days will observe the Feast
of Dedication, Iikewise known as the
Feast of Lights, and the festivities will
be of great joy and gladness.

The most distinguishing feature in the
homes and the synagogues will be the

kindling of lights and on the first day |
one candle is lighted, on the second day |

another and so on until eight are kindled
on the last day of the feast. Special
prayers and scriptural readings will be
recited in the synagogues but the holi-
day is regarded as a minor one in a cer-
tain respect, because there is no injunc-
tion againsk. labor on that day.

The Syrian King Antochus IV. or
Epiphanes, in the year 168 B. C. had de-
cided to unify all the provinces and peo-
ples of his kingdom. Following the idea
of his predecessor, Alexander the Great,
he believed that this could be accom-
plished only by compelling all his sub-
jects to adopt a _common religion, that
of the Greeks. For this reason, he is-
sued a decree to the effect that only the
Greek gods were to be worshipped and
only the Greek rel'gion was to be prac-
ticed. But the polytheism of the Greeks
did not appeal to the Jews, who, alone
of all the peoples of that time, worship-
ped the one God. :

Undaunted by the persecutions heaped
upon them by the Syrians, undismayed
by the profanation of their holy temple
and the setting up of idols therein, the
Jews, led at first by the aged priest
Mattathias and after his death by his
son, Judas Maccabeus, successfully re-

sisted the strong armies which the Sy-;

rians sent against them, defeated them

repeatedly, and finally marched triumph-
antly into Jerusalem. There they re-

dedicated the temple to the service of
|the One God after it had remained de-
'ﬁled for exactly three years. The re-
ldedication took place on the.25th day of!
lthe Jewish month of Kisley, in the year,
68 B. C., and it is in commemoration of |
this glorious event that the Feast of
‘Chanukah, or dediaction, is celebrated.

of the past.
