Ineide information from Ottawa receiv­
ed today was token to indicate that a gen­
eral election was almost %n 
tainty. A gentleman who has just return­
ed from the dominion capital received the 
news from a close friend and political as­
sociate of Premier Borden, who had receiv­
ed instructions to prepare for a contest. 
The premier has announced to his friends 
the intention of the government to seek 
dissolution and call a general election if 
the Liberals continue their vigorous fight 
along the present lines. As the Liberals 
are prepared to continue almost indefinite­
ly it is believed there is little doubt re­
garding the matter.

One of the interesting features of the 
situation is the delay of the debate on 
supply. The fiscal year will end with this 
month and the supply should be voted 
before the end of March. The opposition 
is prepared to continue the naval debate 
until April if necessary, and this would 
percipitote a serious, situation for the gov 
eminent.

The opposition is looking fdrward eager­
ly to the prospect of a general election. 
They assert that there is no doubt regard­
ing the comparative popularity of the two 
policies, and are quite willing to leave the 
matter to the judgment of the voters. In 
the event of a general election the Liberals 
are confident of securing a sufficient gain 
to give them a good working majority in 
the next parliament.
