She did 
not know how long her vist would be, 
but prior to returning to England she 
lioped to visit relatives in Washington.

Lady Burghclere is a sister of the late 
Lord Carnarvon, who discovered the 
tomb of Tutankhamen and who died 
not long after.

May Lose Industries.
That Canada is in danger of losing 

two large fertilizer industries, owned 
by the firm of Alexander Cross & Sons, 
Ltd., of Glasgow, Liverpool and Lon­
don, and which have $500,000 of British 
capital invested in them, was a state­
ment made today by Sir William Coats 
Cross and Charles R. Walker, general 
manager of the two factories, situated 
at Sydney, N. S., and at Welland, 
Ont., on their arrival here on the 
steamship Montcalm.

Sir William Coats Cross said tlieir 
factories were erected for the produc­
tion of fertilizer, one of the by-pro­
ducts of the steel industry. His state­
ment regarding the situation the com­
pany finds itself in follows:-—

“As a result of the fertilizer being 
placed on the free list by the govern­
ment and due to keeni competition 
from the United States and the depre­
ciation of the Belgian francs, our fac­
tory In Sydney has been closed down, 
and it is going to be very hard to sur­
vive. In 1922 we erected a factory in 
Welland for the manufacture of 
fertilizer, relying on the stability of the 
tariff.) Xs a result of fertilizer being 
placed oh the free lists 'by the Mac­
kenzie King Government we are un­
able to compete with the huge fac­
tories in the United States and'in Bel­
gium. Had we known that this was 
going to take place we would never 
have started operations in Welland. 
All of the capital in these two factories 
Is old country money and the closing 
down means a displacement of Cana­
dian labor.
