their sentiments. The applause that 
from tiin'e to time was' accorded the 
lecturer was* cordial. " The stage was 
g^ijy decorated . with-the flags of Eng­
land, and the motto extended the fall 
width, “Canada is Not for Sale.” Mr. 
G. K. Prouse, on behalf os the Sons of 
England, proposed Mr. Alexander Bart- 
let as chairman, who Introduced Dr. 
Beers in a suitable speech. The lecturer 
was received with great applause, and 
spoke, in part as follows, space necessit­
ating condensation of some portions of 
the eloquent address.

A long time ago I wrote a descriptive 
article on Spain, and took it to the editor 
of a New York magazine/'How long were 
you in Spain?” he asked, I never saw 
Spain,” I answered. “Well, what in thun­
der do you know about Spain?” I plead in 
reply that Moore wrote “Lallah Rookh,” 
and he never was in India; that Long­
fellow wrote “Evangeline,” and he never 
was in Nova Scotia; that Dante wrote
about “Hell and Purgatory,” and-----.
“Well, I do not need articles from Can­

adians on Spain; but I do ueed articles 
from Canadians on Canada. I receive 
every year scores of well-written papers 
from Canada, but they might as well 
have been written in Turkey for all they 
flavor of British America. It seems to 
me that your British Canadians know 
more and care more about Waterloo and 
the Nile than about Quebec and the St 
Lawrence. Tell ns something we do not 
know; something about Canada and the 
Canadians.”

I remember once coming home to Can­
ada from home in England with a bom 
Quebecer, whose ignorance of the Do­
minion was stupendous enough to qualify 
him for an American editor. He could 
give ns the latitude and longitude of any 
metropolis of Europe ; tell us anything 
we wanted or didn’t want to know about 
Italy or the Cape ; talk as familiarly of 

V the roaring lions of Africa “as maids of 
13 do of puppy dogs,” but who was dumb 
as an oyster when an immigrant asked 
him some questions about the historic 
Canadian city in which.be .had .lived, for 
30 years. I thought; then, of the saying 
of Petrarch, that no one was more ignor­
ant ofRome than the Romans themselves 
I thought, too, of Pope Clement XIV. # 
when he turned hir back upon a Scotch­
man from Inverness, who acknowledged 
that he had visited Rome without hav­
ing seen the Fall of Foyers. I thought 
of Canadians who had raved in song 
and story over mere ribbons of Europ­
ean waterfalls, and who had never seen 
Niagara. I thought of the Montreal lady 
who had the pedigree of all the European 
sovereigns at her finger ends, but who 
could never remember the maiden name 
of her own mother. Most of the

IGNORANCE OF BRITISH AMERICA

was perhaps pardonable when the prov­
inces were isolated, when we had little 
intercourse, few reliable maps, geogra­
phies or histories, and absolutely no 
national sentiment. We were then in­
tensely British, without realizing that 
we could be as intensely Canadian and 
just as British. There was, too, a ten­
dency to undervalue much that was good 
and great indigenous to the soil and, 
turning the full current of loyalty to the 
mother country, concede to our French 
brethern the claim that they were the 
only unadulterated Canadians. It seems 
to me that a new conquest, as important 
as Wolfe’s, occurred when this fiction 
was destroyed, and yet it was largely 
fostered by our own school education, 
when the boyish mind was led from the 
SL Lawrence and the Ottawa to the 
Thames, the Clyde and the Shannon ; 
when our great lakes were dismissed 
with four dry lines of figures and Euro­
pean coasts elaborated, as if we were 
training schools for their pilots ; when 
we were regularly drilled and 
systematically whipped into the 
facts and figures of Marathon and Ther- 
mopyle, and left with vague conceptions 
of the victories of Quebec, Chateauguay, 
Chrysler’s Farm, Lundy’s Lane, Queen- 
ston and Detroit; when British history 
was better known to ns than Canadian; 
when Boston geographies placed the 
whole of British America in a distant 
corner of the north pole, and our great 
North-west was said to be unfit for oc­
cupation; when we were under a foggy 
impression that Massachusetts was liter­
ally the hub of the universe, in which 
Bostonians believed if a man was born 
he did not need to be born again; when 
New Brunswick lay on the map like an 
accidental ink blot, and Nova Scotia was 
referred to as an inaccessible hole, sacred 
to all kinds of fish and one color of nose.
1 imagine there are Americans who still 
believe that the chief product of New­
foundland is the “Newfoundland dog.” 
Now that was the state of affairs when 
our public and and private schools were 
infested with

perverting history, painting the devil as 
N. H. white as a lily, and humbling the lion to 

the level of a mouse. Looking back to 
the loose system of historical instruction, 
to the pretended contempt that existed 
prior to Confederation for everything 
Canadian, to the fact that the English- 
speaking people in this country were fed 
for more than half a century from the 
two living fountains of the mother coun­
try and the United States, do we not find 
that oar indifference, like curses and 
chickens, has come home to roost, and 
that we are to-day paying the penalty of 
past contempt ? Our French brethren, 
deserted by France, instinctively inver­
ted their aspirations and found the outlet 
for their sympathies cramped by their 
native tongue. Conquerors are rarely 
consolatory, however just and humane 
they may be, and it is certain that it 
must have needed some severe military 
discipline to prevent the British from 
nettling the susceptibilities of the people 
when Quebec was taken. The habitants

He had been in the diplomatic service 
of the crown ever since he was eigh­
teen years of age, having 
Attache at Washington in 1849, at 
Florence in 1852, at Hague, in 1856 and 
at SL Petersburg in 1858.

Upon fois father’s death,1873 he succeeded 
to the title of Baron Lytton. He had 
been ambassador at Lisbon and viceroy 
of India. In 1879 an attempt was made 
to assassinate him. Under the assumed 
name of Owen Meridith he wrote a num­
ber of volumes of prose and verse.]

He said that he came 
to this country with his family from 
Scotland about 12 months ago, and he 
had been living in this city about 5 
week» on the Strait shore. He had 7 child­
ren, 5 girls and 2, boys living with him.

The girl peddles tins and lace aronud 
the streets and gives him all the money 
that she makes. She has never been 
absent from his house any night until 
she left Wednesday afternoon about 4 
o’clock to buy some tine to sell the next 
day. Her sister Matilda left the house 
with her on Wednesday and returned 
alone about 7 o’clock without Ellen.

Williams had visited him with his 
father a week ago last Sunday and talked 
with decency and friendship. Williams 
had been in his house several times but 
Sunday week was the first time that be 
saw him. His daughter was away 
strongly against his will.

To John L. Carleton—1 am 24 years 
married, 12 months in this city, 
have not got my marriage certifi­
cate. Ellen was born in Lockee, Scot­
land; she is my oldest child; she will be
15 on the 17th March next year.

To the magistrate—I was married in 
Landshire, Scotland by Rev Mr. Reed 
and have been living with my wife ever 
since. Cannot read or write; could not 
read our marriage certificate.

Mrs. Mary McMillan testified that 
Ellen had never been away from home 
any length of time. About 4 o’clock 
Wednesday afternoon she went away 
with her sister Mitilda. Matilda returned 
at 7 o’clock without Ellen, and said that 
she waited in Emerson & Fisher’s until 
7 o’clock and Ellen did not return. Ellen 
returned Sunday morning with detective 
Ring.

Ellen McMillan sworn. I have been in 
this city 5 weeks; lived with my parents 
on Strait shore; occupy my time by ped­
dling tins and lace, get lace in Toronto 
and tins in Emerson & Fisher’s on Prince 
William street. Buy tins every day. 
Either my mother or my sister Matilda 
is always with me. On Wednesday I 
went home at three o’clock and went to 
buy tins to sell for the next day. My sis­
ter went with me and I saw Williams 
in Emerson & Fisher’s. Matilda went 
to get a letter at post office. 
Williams said to me in Emerson & Fish­
er’s are you going to by some tins? 1 said 
yes. Williams asked me to go with him. 
I said no. He said if you don’t I will tell 
your father about your bad actions. I 
was afraid he would tell and he said that 
I Would have to go to the station with 
hiin;l was afraid and I went He caught 
a hold of my hand and we walked 
to the 3 mile house,. Had a hold 
of my baud all the time. He 
hardly spoke during all this time 
I heard him ask for the tickets and we 
waited half an hour for the train. The

autonomy, encouraged by their religious 
more than their national leaders. And it 

ff is only fair here to remark that, in spite 
t of insults offered them which called forth 
i ordinances from Gen. Murray in 1762, 
! their clergy accepted the political change, 
‘ and proclaimed allegiance to the British 

crown. It has been said that they got 
their price for it, and that, at a time 

' when their religion was under disabili- 
• ties in England, it was an immense sur­

prise to find no attempt made to impose 
these disabilities in Canada. That the 
church of Rome looked ahead when it 
got the immense possessions it still holds 
in Quebec province is nothing exception­
al. It seems to me I have read that 
other churches in England and Canada 
fought harder for the loaves and fishes 
than for human salvation, and history, 
gives startling proofs that when land and 
lucre hang temptingly before religions 
corporations, Pagan, Papist and Protest­
ant act as much alike as three peas on a 
hot griddle.

From oar modern standpoint we feel 
free to say that, had England seriously 
meant to erect another British power in 
this country, the question of the French 
language, and to some extent the French 
laws, would have had a reasonable limi­
tation of existence, and the promotion of 
thoroughly British sentiments have been, 
as in England, Scotland and Wales, bet­
ter secured as a political necessity. But 
if the conviction expressed be true, that 
the American revolutionary war was 
foreseen long before the passage of the 
Quebec Act, and that the policy of Eng­
land was to defeat attempts to sever 
Canada from dependence upon the Brit­
ish crown, then the results most prove 
at least, the political sagacity of his maj­
esty the king’s advisers. However, the

FRENCH ARE IN CANADA TO STAY.

The two races are as distinct as the 
waters of the Ottawa and SL Lawrence, 
which for many miles flow side by side 
unmingled, but which finally unite as 
they go towards the sea—a type of the 
unity which has always existed when 
Canada has had need of defenders. It 
is no surprise that each should hâve 
their grievances ; some real, some manu­
factured to the order of boss intriguers. 
It is nothing more than natural that we 
should pass through the disciplinary 
stages of national life if our institutions 
are worthy of endurance. It is no won­
der if our growth should provoke many 
a doubt and even the prophecies of des­
pair. Were we stagnant it would be 
otherwise. I see no particular cause for 
surprise in the existence in Canada of 
the political fortune-teller, the political 
conspirator, even in high places. Has 
not every country had its nest of evil- 
thinkers and evil-doers ? Are there 
not desparate, because disappointed, 
schemers ' in the shape of mem­
bers of the Legislature in every 
land, who are only desperate from 
malice or desire of revenge ?—lineal de­
scendants of Jndas. And as they may 
have stirred up strife against Ireland’s 
claims or Scotland’s claims, so they nat­
urally aim here to stir up strife against 
the claims of our French brethren, just 
as they would avail themselves of any 
other claim so long as it would minister 
in any degree to their unpatriotic greed 
and ambition. The cry in Ontario a few 
years ago against French aggression re­
vealed to the most of the English in Que­
bec the gross ignorance in this province 
of the character and history of the people 
—a people who form a large majority in 
one province, no uninfluential minority 
in two others, and who have no reason 
whatever to apologize for their existence 
and fertility.

I suppose it is safe to say that no sub­
ject so much disturbs the confidence of 
many good men in Canada in the pros­
pect of national amity and fusion as this 
French question. No question has been 
more misunderstood by some, and shame­
fully exaggerated by others; and just as 
many people seem disposed to believe 
the depressing pests who

to the highest bidder as selfishly as they 
would sell a corner lot in Windsor; so 
many in Ontario have been led to foe-

few political Quebec boodlers was the 
calm expression of the French-Canadian 
people. I believe we are wiser in Que­
bec. When mistaken gentlemen of po­
litical experience and dignity, or mis­
guided adventurers who have neither, 
ran up and down the border line trying 
to trade off this Dominion to our 
neighbors, it only reminds ua of the pet 
eagle who spent his days sitting on the 
back of a tortoise making vain efforts to 
eat the shell; or the dog who barks at the 
revolving wheel, but takes good care to 
keep his snout out of the spokes. Let us 
go back a little now and repeat the story 
of how Canada was won, and remember­
ing it, bye-and-bye, with all its associat­
ed victories, put it to ourselves, “Were 
these sacrifices by our fathers made 
that they might be disgraced or crown­
ed with honor by their sons!”

If there is one shrine in Canads where 
the descendants of two brave races may 
meet as friends and brothers, it is the 
classic spot where Wolfe and Montcalm 
fought and died, faithful to their coun­
try, and where the victory which gave 
England another empire brought to the 
vanquished forever more civil liberty 
than they could have had under France; 
more religious freedom than they could 
have had, even to-day, in Rome. No 
man is now living who fought on either 
side at Quebec. Every actor is silent in 
his grave. Whatever regret one or the 
other race may feel, it was on the Plains 
of Abraham that Providence decreed 
that
