The national debts of France and Eng-
land are now not far apart in amount,
that of France being a little the larger.
The French debt is held by 4,380,900 per-
sons, being an average of about $855 to
each bolder ! England’s debt, on the
other Land, by the latest returws, is held
by about 300,000 persons, being an aver-
age of about $12,600 to each holder. In
France, the masses of the people seemn to
be the bondholders ; in England, the cap-
jtalists instead.
