To state it in fewer words the census
is taken for the purpose of ascertaining
as nearly as possible, the population and
resources of the country, so as to furnish
an approximately correct idea of its
relative position among the nations of
the world. :
The principle adopted for the reg s-
tration of the population is to enumerate
all persons legally domiciled within
the territory of Canada, including all
persons who may be temporarily absent
from their places of abode whether at
the fisheriers, at sea, or in the forest, etc-
The census manual ‘says. “there are
many persons who are absent from Can-
ada about whose right to be counted in
our census there is no doubt, Thus
seamen away for one, two or three years,
whose wives and families are in Can-
ada, and consequently whose domicile’
is in Canada should be taken
y the enumerator. ‘1In the
same way children abroad
for their education, though absent for
two or more years are to be taken with
their parents. There is, however, a large
class of persons who are away from
Canada about whom their parents may
reasonably be in doubt whether it is
their purpose to return to Canada. In
these cases if the persons have beem

The month of April has a traditional
reputation for favoring “ bull” operations.
Itis the time at which currency begins
to flow from the interior banks to their
New York agents, to rest here until the
crops have been harvested and money
is needed for marketing them. 1t has
seemed possible that this accumulation of
money might be checked by -a liberal
exportation of gold; but the present
course of the foreign exchanges dis-
courage the expectation of large sHip-
ments, for the presentat least. In some
quarters, there has been an apprehension
that the after-effects of the ’ financial
troubles in Brazil and the Argentine Re-
pbulic might force London to realize
upon some of its American securities ;
but on the contrary, British investors
seem more disposed to buy than to sell
our stocks. The serious embarrassments
of certain large Italian banks have
served as another sharp test of the
European derangements  growing
out _of the Argentine crisis, but
have proved to have no serious conse-
quences in either London or Paris;
which has had a wholesome effect in
allaying the apprehension of further
trouble ariging from that source. ' As i%
is now nearly six months since the sus-
pension of the Barings revealed the
alarming magnitude of the South Ameri-
can crisis, it seems safe to assume that
all the weak spots in that guarter have
been probed and that London is now
safe against further disturbing conse-
quences; which is a matter of no small
consequence to the future of American
investments.

these schedules are never seen except by
the commissioners and others engaged in-
taking and compiling the census, who,
besides being :worn officers, are bound
not to divulge any individual information.”
Section 18 of the census act says
‘“every person who, without lawful excuse
refuses or neglects to answer, or wilful-
ly answer falsely any question requisite
for obtaining any information in respect
to the census or pertinent thereto, which
has been asked of him by. any enumer-
ator or other persons employed in exe-
cution of this act shall for every such
refusal or neglect or wilfully false ans-
wer, incur a penalty not exceeding $20
and not less than $5.
Amon the questions which the enum-
erators are supposed to ask, and the "an-
swers of which they record are some
like these: What is your name? Your
age? Have you been married? What
county or province were you born in?
Where were your father and mother
born? What is your religion,and your
profession or occupation ? Are you anem-
ployee of labor or a wageearner? Have
you been employed during the week
precéeding the census ? (or if you are an
employee how many handsdo you em-
ploy onan average during the year?
Can you read and write? etc. The
enumerator is also to record in regard to
each house he enters whether it is con-
structed of wood, brick or stone, how
many rooms it contains, and how mamny
stories high it is. He has then %o obtain
the name of every person whose home
there,. men, women and children,
and the numerous particulars re-
garding each that are suggested
by the questionsgiven above. He
is also torecord what relation each
member of a family is to the head of the
family, son, daughter etc. If a per-
son is deaf or dumb, blind or of un-
sound mind, it must be recorded by the
tors. In the ation out-
side the city the enumerators have also
to obtain full information in regard to
the land and buildings a person may
own, the stock they keep and the crops

LIEUTENANT GRANT IS PROBABLY
THE ONLY EUROPEAN SURVIVOR.

's Foree Too
Small-The Meranzai Have Risen
and Attacked British Troops But

C arcurrs, April 6.~A despatch has
been received from Leiut. Grant in which
he says, he believes he is the only
European that escaped the recent mas-
sacre in the province of Assam. Strong
comments are made hereon the blunder of
the officials in sending suchasmall force
to Assam. It is further pointed out that
the residency was provided with Martini
rifles, while Commisgsioner Quinton’s es-
cort were armed with Snider rifles. "1t
was on this account that the ammunition
gave out, the supply of cariridges at

rifles.

Advices from the Kohat territory,a
districtin the Peshawer division of the
Punjab, state the Meranzai have risen
in arms and are attacking the British
troops along the whole length of their
lines. Strong detachments of reinforce-
ments are being hurried to the front.
Full details of this new uprising are
withheld by the British authorities here.

Telegrams from Rangoon state that a
small British column, on the way from
one post to another,were fired upon by a
body of Haku Chins in ambush. Lieut.
Forbes and five men were killed and 11
wounded. The column returned the
fire and were finally enabled to retreat
from the dangerous position, and thus
probably escaped total annihilation.
