Tre ¢ity couneil is not by any means
through with the estimates yet, and the
policy to be pursued in order to make
the expenditure and revenue coincide
remains to be settled. Last night, after
other business had been disposed of,
the council went into committee to dis-
cuss the situation, but beyond taking
the whole question up in & general way
nothing was done, and the council has
yet to decide how the s finances
gre to be adjusted, whether by the
elimination of many, if not all, the
items of extraordinary expenditure, the
providing for these extraordinary ex-
penditures through increasing the rate
of taxation or by a compromise, that
is by paring down the estimates in
some particulars and the raising of the
taxation to a certain extent.

There is
also a nimber of other items of vary-
ing amounts which raise the total of
the difference between the estimated
revenue and the demands upon the
civic exchequer to $70,000,

It is pointed out that if the differ-
#nce were only a matter of a few thou-
sand dollars there weuld be litttle diffi-
culty, for the council might feel safe
In taking a chance in the expectation
that the revenue might be increased
during the year or the cost of portions
of the work mot run up to the figure
estimated, but to take any such action
when the difference 'is so large, it is
felt, would be altogether impossible.
Hence the difficulty the council is try-
ing to solve of meeting all reasonable
demands and at the same time not

untduly, at least, increasing the tax
rate.

Charles M. Jaeobs, an English engi-
neer, born and trained at Hull, who
has been working on New York river
tunnel problems for nineteen years, is
now gradually seeing the triumph- of
his skill.

CREDITED WITH
THREE WIVES

ALLEGED BIGAMIST ON
VANCOUVER ISLAND

Romance of Two Continents
May Culminate in

The next item of news which leaked
through here was that the wife had
been deserted at a railway station in
the New England city, She had at the
time, but a few dollars in her posses-
sion, but her faculty for dressmaking
stood her in good stead, and she suc-
ceeded 'in finding employment. 8

Beven more years passed away, and
the wife had saved sufficient money to
come back to friends, whom,, when
living with her husband, she made on
this island, ' She finally settled down
again at Duncan, where she is now liv-
ing.

A few months ago what was her sur-
prise to see her husband again appear
on the scene, and, accompanied by a
woman whom he called his housekeep-
er, he settied down on the part of his
former ranch which he had left unsold.
His wife at once set about tracing his
history during the ten years since he
had deserted her, and the result has
been that she has obtained a copy of
the certificate of his second marriage
as well as a letter from a clergyman
who performed the ceremony. The
story, unearthed after am = exhaustive
search, is as follows: g

After deserting his wife in Boston the
man went to South Africa, where he
fought on the side of the British in the
Boer war, After peace was daclared he
determined to settle down In South
Africa, and about that time he mar-
ried a woman, who bore him g -child.
A period of depression setting in he
determined to retrace his steps to Can-
ada;*where he still held property, but
evidently being unwilling to be encum-
bered with a wife he left her behing as
well as her little child. The story goes
that his disappearance from his second
partner was every whit as mysterious
as the manner in which he left his first
and lawful wife, and in like fashion he
left No. 2-unprovided for.

The next heard of this adventurer
was from Nova Scotia, where, as far as
can be learned, he went through the
formality of marriage with a third wo-
man.
