THE END NOT YET.

LENGTHY DISCUSSION
AT VOTERS’ LEAGUE

Views of Members— J. Grant’s Resolu-
tion Uarried Unanimously at
Tuesday’s Meeting.

The regular meeting of the Voters'
League was held on Tuesday when the
advisability of holding another exhibi-
tion kere was discussed. The matter
was brought up thi@ugh a motion by J.
Grant. After a lengthy consideration it
| was deemed advisable that an exkibition
ba held.

J. Peirson presided, and among those

present were Hon, Secretary Morley,
Hon. Assistani Secretary  Laird, and

Messts. J. ‘Grant, J. E. Church, Mr.
Laughlin,; "W, H. Price, K. Seabrook,
Watson, Clarke and Olsen.

¢ Secretary Elworthy, of the board of
trade, wrote that a committee to - co-
operate with the league' in the effort to
bring about the appointment of a board
of harbor commissioners had been ap-
pointed by the board.

Secretary Morley explained that a
committee had also been appointed by
the chamber of commerce, and that ar-,
rangements had been made for a meet-
ing of the joint committees on Friday af-
ternoon ‘at 4.30 o’clock:

Senator Macdonald wrote regretfing
his absence 6wing to illness, and enclos-
ing the following motion:

Tnat the Voters’ League recommends to

tue government and tne legislative as-
sembly that the earliest attention should
be directed:

1. To the Victoria, Seymour Narrows,
Bute Inlet & Yellow Head railway.

Referring to the last exhibition, he said
that the estimates had been greatly ex-
ceeded. If estimates) were made and
carefully, worked out under proper man-
agement of one man, the show would be
a success. It had been claimed that one
of the reasons of the deficit of last year’s
! exhibition was that there were too many
i heads. However, he did not intend critiz-
ing the management of the last show.
Victoria had made a success of the
Tourist Association and of the mining
! convention, and there was no reason why

an annual show should mot also be run
{ snceessfully. The people of the prov-
!'mce should be informed without delay

that it was the infention to hold an
annual show,

W. H. Price, after remarking that he
| was in favor of the continuation of the
| show, regretted that the figures of last
| year's exhibition were not available. He
explained that the estimates were based
ou the expenditure on the show of the
vear before, and there hHad been a num-
ber of expenses that could not very well
have heen avoided. First, there was the
expenditure resulting from the absolute
necessity to erect new stalls, pens, ete.
In the second place fhere were a large
number more entries than expected, and
the prize money therefore exceeded the
amount originally anticipated, angd lastly
there was the lacrosse match fiasco. In
gnother exhibition the expenses could
be cut considerably by the trimming of
the prize list. There would be no neces-
sity for the building of more stalls, and
the management would certainly guard
against the repefition of such another
loss as that involved in Hringing off the
Shamrock-Victoria lacrosde match. The
gate receipts of last yeapP's show were
$1,000 ‘over what was estimated, and he
thought a bigger attendal
of last year could not be
future show.

“Shipments from the War Eagle and
Centre Star mines have been affected
by the partial suspension &t the Trail
smelter. No second class ore is now
shipped, and the weekly tonmage is sub-
stantially lower as a result. In other
