Borden of Halifax will be the man,
but Clark Wallace, W. F. MacLean
and Sir Hibbert Tupper are also
aspirants for the place.

Tax Defaunltors as Voters.

. Itis to be assumed that the alder-
men who voted at Monday evening’s
meeting of the Chatham Town Couancil
to apply to the legislature to so amend
the Towu’s Incorporation Act asto
permit defaulting ratepayers to vote at
civic elections were not serious, but
only bidding for popularity amongst
those who are unwilling to bear their
share of the responsibilities of citizen-
ship. While the legislature does not
disqualify such people in Assembly
elections, it recognises that the princi-
ple involved is quite different in civic
matters, for it would be an outrage to
permit the non-contributor to the
expenses of the civic government to
have a say as to who should spend the
money of his tax-paying neighbors,

If defaulting ratepayers are given the
privilege of civic voting, it will be
much more difficult to collect town
taxes than it is at present.

“Northumberland Folitics.”

Uader the above heading, or others
of similar import, St. John and other
papers are favoring their 1eaders with
letters and articles relating to the
efforts recently made to reorganise the
Liberal party in this county. It is
interesting to note the ingenunity dis-
played by some of the writers in their
efforts to make their statements of
professed facts appear sincere and
truthful, and to observe the ease with
which they parade the freshest con-
verts from conservatism as liberal
leaders, and, per contra, anathemize old
liberals—whose battle.scars were re-
ceived from these patronage-converted
warriors when they were stalwarts in
the tory ranks—as political heretics of
the rankest school,

The city papers should not be too deep-
ly impressed by the representations of
the Miramichi correspondents, who are
moved, just at this time, to favor them
with their stories ubout Liberal troubles
and Libera) party activites in North-
umbeiland. They will understand that
it either Conservatives or Liberals,
hereabouts, were much concerned over
party politics, on either side, their
1terest therein would have heen suffic-
ient to induce them to maintain their
respective county organizations in active
operation during the past four years.
Lostead of that it was left to anybody
and everybody to promote their designs
upon the constitaency by exploiting in
the name of the respective parties, as
Laberals or Conservatives, as the ex-
igencies of the occasion might seem to
give the better promise of success on
oue side or the other.

The only time in the history of the
County when there was a Liberal
Association in fact as well as in name
wus when the party was organized
against the lute Hon, Peter Mitchell in
the days when he ran elections as the
leading standurd-bearer on the North
Shore of the Conservative party, as led
by the lute Sir John A. Macdonald,
When Mr. Mitchell gnarrelled with
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23cd June, 1896, periodical manifesta-
tions of a desire on the part of each of
hulf & dozen coteries who are making
all the noise over “The Liberal Party
of Nurthumberland” to have the dis-
pemsing of “the patronage” taken from
those of their friends who they think
have it, and placed in or nearer to their
own control.. There has not bheen a
meeting called or held by them since that
time—excepting that summoned in the
Liberal name to nominate the ex-
Conservative, Mr. Morrissy, in the late
election—save for the purpose -of
wrestling with this palcry patronage
matter. Men who were Conservatives
and the political enemies of Hon., Mr.
Blair, and have been open in expressing
their sentiments in that regard ever
since he became a Dominion Miuister,
are amongst the most blatant claimants
to recognition at his hands, simply
because they have, of late, attended so
called Liberal meetings,which generally
ended in fights over spoils which they
thought awaited them at the reward of
their professed change of political fuith,
The late demand for & meeting of the
County Liberal Association was at the
instance of one of these coteries, and
although the gathering attracted a
larger number of the party than usual,
it had the customary ending —a tight—
and its proceedings were no credit to
anybody eoncerned,  Let it not be
thought, however, that itin any way,
represented the party in this county
who stund at the back of Hon. A. G.
Blair. That party is not a demonstra—
tive one, but it is. none the less, uuited
and its members regret that so mnch
that is unseemly is said and done by
men who ought to join in discouraging
exhibitions such as that which took
place at Newcastle on the 24th of last
month,

The Queen’s Obsequies.

LonpoN, Feb. 2.—All London and
thousands from the remo‘est villages of
the kingdom paid their final homage to the
Queen today in her capital : and assuredly,
as Mr. Bulfour.said, the end of her reign,
which is now passed into hist ry, was
happy.

Deep solemnity filled all hearts. There
was reminiscent grief—the feeling that
one of the Empire’s great in:titut.ons was
missing.

Evergone felt that inevituble death
had dealt kindly w.th theic suvereign ;
that her passit g had been as happy as her
hife was useful. They gathered to honor
her memory r.ther tian to mourn her
loss. As a Queen she was an exemplar of
the solid viriues and the aspirations and
lives of the middle class of Englishnien,
«nd they, fistingly, seemed the wmost
gincere mouruers,

All busiuess cess -d, even the d i king
houses closed their dvors for the day.
The news apers saspended public.tion,
aud life in London, ke the rest of the
Euwpire, turied from 1ts cusioma'y
channels aud was fooussed upon three
miles of west end atreets, where was the
coffiv containing the body, which was now
a symbol of Victuria’s self, shom, ofien
before, L mdoners had cheeied, assembled
as they were today—but on occasions o1
rejoicing.

The kings and princes, beneath silver
helmets and wearing gold braided coats
were men, but the sight of the King riding
after the coffiu of his mother and Qieen,
with four other kings and hslf a huudiei
of the highest royal ties in Karopean
dyuas'ies following, «nd the herediay
quaint attaches of court, was one never to
be forgotten.

The recomwmendations of the committee
caused hively discu-sion.

to another, contrary to the laws of the gtate
from which it wae shipped. The Lacey bl
Lowever, was not interuational, aud there-
fore, he moved to the effuct that the associa-
tion favored its amendmeut in such form as
to prohibic uuder penalty of furfeiture of
goods and imprisonment of off:nders, the
bringing into the United States of any tish
or game, fur or fur bearing animals that had
been killed or had ia possession in violation
of the laws of the state ar couatry in which
the same had been killed, o1 in which any
such fish or game should be unlawfa ly had
in possession uuder or by the liwe of the
state into whigh any such i h or game be
brought into the Uuited States. That the
president transmit a copy of the resolution
to the Hon. Mr, Licey, with the request
that he make such effirts as he can to carry
the re-olution into effect ; and that Cana.
