ANCIENT CHURCHES.
ny of ‘the Churches in Rome are of great
, tigough a’ large proportion of them
since their erection have beenso-changed in form
1l appearance as to lose the venerable
to which they are entitled. In veéry many
modern taste bas desiroyed the sim-
plicity of arrangement and ornament which onte
characterized theee siructures—and given bril-
hant-paintings, and glittering marbles for the
more precious forms and ‘hues which time only
yduce or bequeath. The Basilicas of St,
ne, Laterani and Santa Maria Maggiore,
ery ancient, are now remarkable rather
for the richness and beayty imparted by modern
wealth and genius than “fof. that. indeseribable
charm, which anriquity affords.

As we thus seek to recal the forms, the furnie
ture and the ornaments of these ancient churgh~
es it seems to wus that they indicate a|
mode ‘of worship somewhat different from
that which now preveils in Rome. They seem
to be more like meeting houses,and less like tems
ples, than modern Roman churches.

These ancient charches do not afford conelus
sive proof that the worship performed in them |
was essentially pure, yet wheu we visit them
after having examined the gorgeous churches
ang basilicas of more modern times, or when we
enter them after emerging from the Catacombs,
or after a visit to the Lapidarian gallery we feel |
persuaded that when these venerable churches |
were first used God was worshipped in them in
spirit and in truth, We are struck by their sim-
plicity of arrang t, their suitabl (as
places of resort for muliitudes who came to wor-
ship or tolisten to instraction. We also notice
the absence of those representations ot saints
and virgins which cover the walls of modern
churches. Here in these ancient structares we
notice great simplicity of ornament.—Represen-
tations of Christ, and aleo those emblems which
the primitive Christians priged—the vine leaf—
the bunch of grapes; seem alone to have been to~
lerated. The marble pulpits, or ambones also
indicate to us a period when a portion at least
of the worship of the church was inteligible and
scriptural. Each of these contained a choir of
singers who chanted portions of scripture in the
hearing of the worshippers. - We will view these
churches by the instruction imparted, by the in-
seriptions from the Catacombs, and it will be a

pleasure to regard these venerable structures as | p

to be visited with equal reverence by all who call
themselves Christian. ' A.

MADAGASCAR—THE NEW KING,

The death of the Pagan Queen, of Madagas-
car, and consequent ascension to the throne of
her Christian son, are events of minor impor-
tance in themselves, but most pregnant of résults
when considered in relation to the spread of
Christianity.

For more than thirty years Queen Ranavola
has domineered over the island, and upposed an
insurmountable barrier to the progrese of Chris-
tian civilization. . Priorto the commencement
of her husband's reign in 1808, the interual con-
dition of Madagascar was almost ‘wholly un-
known to the rest of the ~world; The hardy
mariners who traversed the Indian Ocean some-
times touched upon the coast, but never pege-
trated inward. Upon his ascension to the throne,
Radama immediately threw open the ‘islind to
foreighers, encouraging them to - settle among
his peopls ; chose the Roman lettér asithe char
acter wherein the national langusge should be
written ; ‘built public schools ; opened roads and
canals ; abolished infanticide ; di d
witeherdft ; and above all; extended the utmost
encouragement to the Protestant missionaries
and totheir schools, which at the time  of his
death had increased to more than one hundred,
affording instruction to nearly five thousand
children. All of these beneficient projects.were
