Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

Any perso a who is the sole head of 
a family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a. quarter-section of 
available Dominion land In Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
flor the district. -Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions, by father, mother, son 
daughter, brother or sister of intend­
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon 
end cultivation of the land In each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or by his 
tattle» mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing rz.; pre-empt a quar­
ter-section alongside nls homestead.

WYOMISSING, Pa., July 30—“They 
are all Wyomissing cats. Every one 
was brought here by people who did 
not care to keep them. They are poor, 
homeless creatures and I am caring 
for them.” And saying this, Miss Sue 
Wharton, of this place, goes on in the 
even tenor of her way, apparently un­
conscious of the commotion she is cre­
ating.

All of the residents of Wyomissing 
are not as fond of cats as Miss Whar­
ton appears to be. Recently the Bor­
ough Council was informed that she 
had seventy-five housed in a stable 
and was asked to legislate the collec­
tion out of existence. Council turned 
the complaint over to the Board of 
Health, and that body reported that 
Miss Wharton only had twenty-four 
cats, that they were not kept in a 
barn, and that the matter did not come 
within its jurisdiction. It was suggest­
ed that those who objected to cats take 
the matter Into court. So far no one 
has done so.

Grover Cleveland, for instance, was 
found one cold winter day several years 
ago, shivering and hungry, standing 
at a street car and whining from 
misery. The finder brought him to Miss 
Wharton, who took him in and warm­
ed and fed him. He has been showing 
his gratitude ever since by obeying her 
every command.

Miss Wharton says that in caring for 
tho animals she is actuated by no mo­
tive save that of charity. She loves 
animals and understands them as few 
people do.

She cannot understand why people 
want to interfere with her caring for 
pets. “I am sure they do not annoy 
any one, amd to me they 
tinual source of pleasure and amuse­
ment.

The Wharton home Is located along 
the Berks and Dauphin turnpike, and 
is a two-story structure surrounded by 
tall maples. There is a wide veranda 
and the place is suggestive of rest and 
quiet.
