WARNINGS BY WIRELESS.

Bulletins will
be sent broadcast by the naval radio
stations at Arlington, Va., and at Key
West, Fla. The messages will be sent
daily, a few minutes after 10 o'clock
P. M. They will consist of two parts,
the first giving the code letters and
figures of the actual weather condi-
tions at 8 o'clock P. M, (76th meridian
time) at certain points—Sydney, Nan-
tucket, Atlantic City, Hatteras,
Charleston, Key West, Pensacola and
Bermuda—with a special forecast with
the probable winds to be experienced
100 miles off shore. In the second part
will be the storm warnings and fore-
casts, which will cover a period of 48
hours from the time of issue. Although
the new broadcast bulletin distribu-
tion will be exclusively through the
two big radio stations, the other naval
radio stations will continue to send
out weather information and fore-
casts as they are at present doing.
