«Chicago, Oct. 26.—George B. Cald-
{'well, president of the Investment
Bankers' Association of America, in
topening its second annual convention
here today said that stocks and bonds
were down “almost to panic prices”
because of the dissatisfaction of capi-
tal with the present and the last ad-
ministrations. For the last two years
the security market has reflected the
disgust of capital because the adminis-
trations of Taft and Wilson seemed
determined to firritate and regulate
business. The agitation has gone so
far that our government at Washing-
ton {s almost certain to be on the bear
slde of the market.

“Good stocks and bonds are down
almost to panic prices chiefly because
of a lack of confidence and a belief
on the part of investors that what we
will get will be worse than what we
have had and that the corporations,
especially the railroads will not be giv.
en in the next three years a square
deal.”

Mr. Caldwell, who is pre&ident of the
Continental and Commercial Trust and
Savings Bank of Chicago, said that
the thrifty poor would sufféer most.
“The little people, the host of small
investors in stocks and bonds, are the
ones who will suffer most from rever-
sion to uneconomie processes.”
