The first witness was Robert Coupe,
druggist, of St. Johm. He said before the
fire broke out mothing important had oc-
curred aboand the boat to his knowledge.
He boarded the steamer at the “Cedars,”
and while passing through the boat no-
ticed the hay on the port side. Was sit-
ting on the after-saloon deck with his
i'nva.h‘d som when the fire broke out. Feel-
ing chilled, he started to go into the
saloon, but at the door noticed a strong
smell of smoke. There was confusion on
the lower deck, and cries of fire were
heard. Returning tod where his som was
ditting, Mr. Coupe started to secure a life-
belt, but as the smoke was now pouring
up the saloon stairway he returned without
it. Looked for something with wiich he
might ‘keep himself and his son up in the
water in event of their having to jump
overboard, but could find mothing suitable.
Went around to the port side of the boat,
but as the amoke was very dense returned
to where he had been sitting and clamber-
ed over the rail to the lower or main deck,
assisting his son in so doing. They stood
on this lower deck wuntil the steamer
was beached, when they were taken off in
a emall boat. Mr. Coupe was of the opin-
fion Capt. Day lowered the boat,but would
not be sure of it. At any rate, it was one
of the officers. There were other passem-
gers mear witness, but did not aid them,
having his crippled son to care for. Wit-
ness believed it was the purser who was
in dharge of the small boat. He did not
see or kmow Master Hood-Rowan. Did
not see him drown. Did not see the fire
br:‘ik out, and did mot kmow- how it ig-
nited. ®

- Good Work of Captain and Crew.

To Mr. Currey—The five oeourred about
3.30 o’clock . in  the afternoon.  The wind
was off dhore and up stream, being quite
strong. . It was on the second trip of the
small boat Mr. Coupe and his son vere
landéd.' ‘The othér boat had filled. Aboard
the David Wieston there was no panic, but
some excitement .among a mumber of wo-
men on the after, upper décks. Capt. Day
assisted witness. to , throw over & plank,

| which “was afterwards brought alongside

the steamer to be utilized in case of need.
The captain and crew did everything in
their power to save and help the passen-

é;ars. When the boat was beached there

as: ample time for ‘all on board to get
safely ashore. The wind was then broad-

side to the steamer and the flames welre

not fanned as they were when the boat
was in the siream. Speaking generatly,Mr.
Coupe,has travelled on the river for about

Nor i this all she can do for she is an
athlete with the piteh fork and prefers
thirty years,. and has been on all the
boats many times. He has seen hay om
all of them. Thought the life-belts were
in their proper places, and the furnaces
on the boais were protected from the car-
go by woodwork.

Joseph Thompson, an employe of the
Grand Bay Machine Works, was next
sworn. He was in the emgine room talk-
ing to Engineer Allan when. the fire broke
out- Somebody” calied out: “Fire! get the
hose ouwt quick; she’s all ablaze!” Wit-
ness went out on the port side of the
man deck and saw three bales of hay
there, all of which were om fire. The fize
had apparently started at the lower bale.
The hay.was piled three tiers high, and
took the greater part of the passageway.
Witness helped Engitreer Allan to get tihe
hose out, and put it in the fire-ho'e. The
onder was given to turn om the water,
but the pumps were mot working, and
no water came. A second time the order
was givem, but still the water was not
fortheoming. Heand no answer to the en-
gineer’s orders. When Mr . Thompson
went out on deck again the boat was be-
ing headed for the beach. Did not kmow
or see Btta Morrill or Master Hood-Row-
an, but saw Fred Downey standing on the
paddle-box, and beckoming for a boat.
Then saw him jump into the river, not
to me-appear.

Afternoon Session.

The first witness after dinner was Her-
man Allen, who was examined by Johm
L. Carleton. He was engineer orf. the
David Weston. Had been an engineer
snée 1870. Had been engineer on the
Weston eight years. He told briefly @bout
the disaster, and then was question
by Mr. Carleton about the pumps on
board. He said the boat had three pumps,
one steam and two thand pumps. The di-
ameter of the steam pump Wwas 4} inches
and the stroke 8% irmhes..'Dh% hand
pumps were 3 3-4 inches in Jiameter. The
steam pump was down in the hold. Each
of these three pumps had 50 feet of hose,
and each hose fitted with a good mozzle.
He had tested the thmee and knew they
were in good working order. The pump
on the after deck was oelar; but he was
not sure about the ome forward. The
hose was coupled to all three, ready for
immediate use. They were always ready.
He examined them daily. At the time of
the fire he was in the engine Toom- He
heard cries of fire and ran up and saw

. hay in a blagze. The hay was two

wide and three high. The door of

he kitchen was might across from the

engine room” dooT, and the passage way
was from two to three feet Im wid th. He
could mot see how a fire from the kitchen
could reach the hay. Wihen he first saw
the fire it- was about half way up the
hay bales. He was with Joseph Thomp-
son. They took the hose down and gave an
order to start the steam pump. His son
George went down into the fire hole to
start the pump. Tt would take about two
minutes to get it in operation, but the
fire had made such headway that he (the
engineer - Jcalled George to come back.

If he vemaimed there hie might have
perished. He amd his son got out on the
guard of the forward gamgway. They
stayed there till the boat was beached,
and then jumped off. Ie got mo signals
at all from the pilot house. At the time
the fire broke out the boat was running
at her usual rate of speed, about twelve
miles an hour, but when leaving the en-
gne room he reduced the apeed to about
ten miles. After the vessel was beached
he jumped off and isbed the pa gers
to get ashore. He stood in the water
and Mate Whelpley handed the passengers
down to him. He did not see any of the
victims perish. He had mo idea what
caused the fire. It had always beem cus-
tomary to carry hay omn the boats. Did
not see any men smoking around the hay.
Saw children piaying around but did not
see them with any matches. Had he seen
such he would have taken the matches, as
he was very particular about fire. He had
heard that the fire might have started
from the boilers but wanted to correct
that impression. The fire could not poss-
ibly have had its omgin from the boilers.
It would be fifteen or sixteen feet from
the boilers to whene he first saw the fire,
and there was a powerful draught in the
boilers, whichi would prevent, amything
going out. He thought a match must have
caused the fire. The possibility of a spark
causing it was wery remobe.

To Mr. Currey he said the reason the
steam pump did mot get in operation was
that they had mo time. The fire gained
too fast. He stuck to his post as long as
he couid. The boat’s boilers had- been
properly inspected and passed. He had
always warned those under him to be
very careful about fire. He considered the
boat’s equipment was all right. Under
the circumstances the best thing was to
beach the boat. If waber could have been
turned’ on immediately, the fire could
easily have been put out. There had
never been regular fire drill held on board
the steamer,

The Purser's Evidence,

Peter Allen; the purserexamined by Mr.
Carleton, testified that he had been four
years on the boat. At the time of the
fire, s mear as he could reeollect, there
were forty -passengers on board and fifteen
of a crew. He was in his office when
Miss Noble came along calling out “Fire.”
He ran out and saw the hay hbales all
blazing. ‘He called out “Fire,” and ran
for the captain. He helped the captain
to lower the boat aft. There was mno
difficulty in doing it. The same boat had
been lowered a month before, and he
knew it was in good nvorking order. Steps
wepe lowered and the assisted people in
getting into %the boat. He did not see
anyone jumping from the deck mor did. he
see any of {hose who were drowmed, ex-
cept that he saw Dowmey in the paddie
box. There were fifteen to twenty in
each boatload. Other boats were around
doing all they could. He saw Downey
on the guard inside the paddle wheel,
and wondered what he was trying o do
in there. It looked to him as if Dowmney
were bewildered. He told him to jump
but “he took a long while to consider. He
believed if Downey had remained cool he
would have had mo tmouble in escaping.
He, himself, was in a boat but on ac-
count of the heat could mot get near
Dowmney. He saw Dowmey jump, but did
not see him meappear. The witness said
lifebelts were kept in all the staterooms
on the saloon deck. He did mot know
how the fire started. He believed it would
be mecessary to have life belts on the
saloon deck, outside of the staterooms.
There were plenty between the stairway
and the ladies’ cabin, but it would be
necessary to go down stairs to get them.
He did mot keep any passenger list. Had
worked for ten years along the river, on
the May Queen, Olivette, Majestic, Vie-
toria and Weston and had a mate’s cer-
tificate. Hay was usually carried on the
boats. The Weston was a little way be-
low QCarter’s Point when the fire broke
out. He did mot hear amy orders given.
He believed that Craig’s Point was. about
the best place on the river to beach the
steamer. The David Weston had more
than the mvequisite amount of life pre-
gervers, There were also a large number
of plank buoys, although he did mot think
these were of very great importance. The
steam pump was in first class order. He
left the steamer after all the passengers
were put ashore.. He was of opinion that
if there were forty more passengers on
board they could all have been saved.
Both the bow and stern offered good
avenues of escape. No lives meed have
been lost at wll had all kept cool. He
saw Miss Rowan standing on the guard
and she cried out: “Oh, the boy! The boy
has jumped over!” He did not think the
fire was caused’ from the furnace, and it
could mot have originated in the kitchen.
The steamer’s equipment: was without any
defect whatever. The fire was an inevit-
able accident.

The mext witness was ‘Abraham Dey, of
Westfield. On Sunday morning he discov-
ered Downey’s body and brought fit out
with a boathook, and helped to lay it om
the beach.

Daniel Starkey, steward of the Weston,
told about assisting the passengers ashore.
He brought out life belts and passed them
around among the passengers. The of--
ficens and crew did all possible for- them

| to do to save life and property.

George Craig, of Craig’s Point, gave
evidence as to the landing of the passen-
gers and taking care of those who went
to his house.

This concluded the evidence taken
Thursday.
