1t has been suggested that thé suburban
‘train which runs as far as Welsford. dur-
ing the summer should go as far as Fred-
ericton Junction, and help somewhat to
improve the accommodation.

They left home in 1880, when Sylvane |
was but nineteen years of age. In 1883
they met Mr. Roosevelt when he was on
his first hunting trip to the Bad Lands.
It was on this trip that the future presi-!
dent shot his first buffalo, and he handed
over to Joe Farris, who acted as guide, !
the sum of 850, so elated was he with his |
success. i |
“The brothers persuaded Mr. Roosevelt!
to go into the s&tock business,” says al
Dickinson paper, “and this was Theodore |
Roosevelt’s start in popularity in the west{
and, as Mr. Roosevelt has said, made him |
president.”
| When: Mr. Roosevelt first started ranch-
| ing Sylvane became his foreman at the
| Maltese Cross ranch. The cabin on this
| ranch was afterwards shown at the world’s
| fair in Portland. S. M. Farris was also
with the president at the Elkhorn Ranch
in 1898. Mr. Farris has visitéd the presi-|
dent in New York and at the White |
| House, In 1805 8. M. Farris was appoint- |
led registrar of Dickinson land office Dy |
President Roosevelt. He had previously
sexved as county auditor, county treasurer, |

second disastrous fire within
visited McGill University at an early
hour this morning and practically de-
stroyed the medical building, one of the
oldest and most valuable of the splendid
collection on the college grounds. The re-
sults of the fire were most disastrous, as
in addition to the usual equipment of &
college medical building, the museum, one
of the best on the continent. was destroy-
ed.

The loss in this cannot be considered in
money value as the museum has been col-
lecting for nearly three quarters of a cen-
tury, and contained many absolutely price-
less specimens.

The magnificent medical library, how-
ever, will be saved, and_ this is no small
comfort to the university authorities as it
contained many works as valuable in their
way as the collection in the museum.

Money cannot spell the loss which will
be caused to the university by this second
disaster but a conservative estimate made

while the fire was raging by one profes-|

gor, placed the damage at nearly $500,000
with a strong probability of it running
far beyond that.

Insurance is not known, but, in such a
disaster, the insurance is a mere detail,
money cannot compare with the actual
loss.

1low the fire originated is not known. 1t
started in the centre building on the sec-
ond floor where the lecture rooms are sit-
uated, where Dr. Ruttan stated there had
been nothing going on last night.

The fire burst with great force. The fire-
men made a rapid response to the first
alarm but even in that short interval the
flames had obtained almost complete con-
trol of the centre group of connected
buildings and was raging as though noth-
ing could stop it. At first the firemen had
not sufticient pressure and . the flames
gained rapidly on them. Immediately af-
ter the disastrous fire, which wiped out
the engineering building the university
autherities, it is understood, placed $500,-
000 of estra inSurance on the whole uni-
versity plant. The medical building . will
share in this, but it is doubtful whether
the insurance will cover one half the ac-
tual damage. The buildings . themselves
were erected at- a cost of about $350,000.

The collections which they contained ‘are |

1ly under control and detachments of the
| fire brigade began to leave the scene. By
this time it could be ascertained that the
reading room library where 10,000 books
are stored, was considerably damaged.

medical buildings is $350,000 of which $250-
000 is on the buildings and the balancd
on the contents. The amount is widely
distributed among the insurance com-
i panies.  The loss is approximately put at
[ 500,000 but the college authorities are notygy
prepared to subseribe to any particular
! amount owing to the impossibility of plac-
|ing a value on collections of many years
Iwhich have been wiped out.

The caretaker, Mr. Cook, would pros-
ably have lost his life had it mot been
for the determined work of two mari-
time province students, Mr. Landry, son
of Judge Landry of New Brunswick. and
JI. LeBaron Peters, son of William Peters,
Jr., of St. John. Mr. Tandry arrived at
the college shortly after the alarm vzs
sent in.
