BBADSTBEBT’S REVIEW. 

Improved Bnslnea* <

New York, Aug. 23rd.—Special tele­
grams to Bradstreet's mention a fairly 
active movement of general merchandise 
at twenty-eight of the larger cities, 
special improvement being noted at 
Pittsburg, Cincinnati, Cleveland, Chi­
cago, St. Paul, St. Joseph, Kansas City 
New Orleans, Richmond, and Savannah. 
The volume of sales reported from almost 
all directions exceeds the total in 
August in preceding years, a distribution 
of dry-goods being conspicuous. The 
business outlook has improved in 
Illinois, Iowa, Nebraska, Missouri, and 
Kansas since the crop prospect has been 
improved by the frequent rains, and the 
country merchants are buying more

The total bank clearings at thirty 
cities amount to $886,083,233, a total 
gain over last year of twelve per cent.

The increased demand for anti de­
creased supply of funds at the East has 
been extending westward, and Cincinnati, 
Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Louis and Kan­
sas City announce strong or stringent 
money markets, with funds relatively 
scarce and rates higher. At New York 
the uncertainty of the money market, 
and trouble in the trunk line pool 
tended to depress the stock market. 
Later the $15,000,000 bond call and the 
announcement of large shipments of 
gold from Europe caused a reaction and 
a partial recovery. Money on call ruled 
firm at 6 to 7, with variations as high as 
10 to 11 and as low as 4 to 5. Commer­
cial ^paper firm at 6. Exchange very

The dry-goods trade is satisfactory, 
with jobbers for autumn buying promis­
ing to begin unusually early. All 
advances have been maintained and 
some lines of cottons have been marked 
up-

Wool is quiet and unchanged from 
last week. Buyers are holding off ami- 
transactions are smaller than a year ago. 
Light weight goods on which prices of 
raw wool are asserted to depend are no 
higher.

The best makes of Eastern pig iron are 
hard to buy, current make being taken 
up on contract. An advancement is not 
improbable. At Pittsburg twenty-five 
cents more has been obtained on some 
brands, while at Cincinnati and Chicago 
Southern and Ohio irons hare brought 
twenty-five cents more per ton in a 
number of instances.

The speculative wheat market is being 
influenced chiefly by increased sales for 
export, backed by renewed advices of 
short crops abroad. Indian corn is quiet 
and lower, with an improved crop out-

flog products are featureless, except 
lard, in which the effort to corner the 
product for September resulted iu a 
fictitious advance.

The extreme heat has not been favor 
able to the cotton plant in Louisiana and 
Alabama. Prospects are not so bright in 
Texas for a like reason.

Sales of tobacco at New York were 
more aotive at unchanged prices. 
Western tobacco markets are dull, rain 
having benefited the crop.

Alexander’s Downfall.
Sofia, Aug. 26.—A single regiment of 

troops, with the assistance of a number 
of military cadets, accomplished the work 
of deposing Prince Alexander. Before 
proceeding against the Prince the revo­
lutionists arrested the commander of 
Prince Alexander's regiment, which was 
at Slivenitzas. The provincial govern­
ment seeing that the populace were 
violently loyal to the deposed Prince, 
resigned office and liberated the com­
mander, who at once brought his regi­
ment from Slivenitzas and disarmed the 
regiment which had assisted in deposing 
the prince. After this the commander 
placed under arrest the political leaders 
who managed the coup d’etat. The 
powers have recognized the government 
formed by M. Karaveleff, with him as

London, Aug. 26—The British foreign 
office has been informed that Prince 
Alexander is both safe and free, and that 
that he is on his way to his home in 
Darmstadt. Despatches state that after 
being conveyed out of Bulgaria, the 
prince was set free at Reni. It is 
believed here that when the prince hears 
of the counter revolution in his favor he 
wll return at once to Sofia. His pre­
sence there, it is believed, will quell all 
disturbance and bring peace ti the 
country.

Rome, Aug. 26—The Cz;».r has ordered 
Prince Alexander to be forwarded to 
Kissenett .if he refuses to accept his 
abdication as an accomplished fact. The 
towns of Bulgaria are decked with flags, 
and there is general rejoicing at the 
overthrow of the rebels.

Vienna, Aug. 36__The Czar has per­
mitted Prince Alexander to proceed to 
Germany by way of Odessa.

The Nea Serpent Seen Again.

Gloucester, Mass., Aug. 23__The sea
serpent was again seen off Gloucester 
yesterday morning by a sailing party. 
When first seen the monster was only 
300 feet away, and looked like a huge 
spar nearly 100 feet long, lying, upon the 
surface of the water, raising and falling 
with the waves. As the boat drew nearer 
its huge head was raised six feet from 
the water, and two glittering eyes were 
plainly seen. It then quickly disappear­
ed, but soon came to the surface some 
distance away.
