* where Government had been able to provide an annual payment
 of £100 to each Missionary at present employed, the present
 average being £’00 the allowances of the Socicty to its Mis-
** sionaries would be discontinued after the year 183 1; and that in
“all the other North American Colonits they would be reduced
“by one-half, after the ycar 1833,”
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
