pageant cancelled

TORONTO (CUP) — After 15
years of women posing for dis-
play on a stage at the University
of Waterloo, the school’s
women's centre thinks enough is
enough.

The group has submitted a
1,350-name petition to university
president Douglas Wright asking
that the 16th annual Miss Okto-
berfest beauty pageant not take
place on campus this year.

The petition says that “Partic-
ularly in a time of promoting
women's education in non-
traditional fields, the beauty
pageant undermines the aspira-
tions of women attending this
university.’’

The pageant is held in con-
junction with Kitchener-

Waterloo’s annual Oktoberfest
celebration.

In a statement issued through
his secretary, Wright said he is
consulting others and that no
decision has yet been made.

However, women's centre
member Janet Bate said she has
the impression from talking to
Wright that the request will be
turned down.

“They (the administration) are
viewing it as censorship rather
than as a chance to change social
policy,” she said.

Earlier this year, plans for a
Vanier Cup beauty pageant were
dropped when the idea failed to
get enough support. The Vanier
Cup, Canada’s university foot-
ball championship, is held in
Toronto each year.
