Most of the time we are working around for to get our living.

You oultivate som of the land, do you?

Yos.

Do you work out for whitepeople?

res.

At what kind of work?

At farning, and we freight a little.

Vor achtepesple?

Sos, and some of the Indiam have their om freighting out

fit.

Is there anything they do that brings them in money

That is all.

Do you bunt or trap any?

We go hunting, but some seasona they are closed.

You mean in the summer time you cannot bunt; or are you

referring to the beaver?

There is no weaver or there is no trapping.

Don't the Indians trap for fur at all?

No.

You simply bunt for neaî?

Yos.

Do you fish any here?

You, we areithing but they won't let us fish all the time.

That is all the year round you mean

Yos.

Do y«u catoh ny salmen here?

Just enough for our own use - w don't sell any. You people

have power and authority to help us,and we would like to fish

at any time that we vant to fish.

For what kind of fish

There is a certain place where we areithing up on the

Fraser that we want to fish there all the time. Mr Gru

and some of the other follows went up there and stopped

tho Indians frem fishing.
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
