“7. (1) When a registered aircraft half been destroyed or permanently withdrawn from use, 
the registered owner shall forthwith/rfotify the Minister accordingly, and the registration and cer­
tificate thereof shall lapse as frpmthe date of such notification.

(2) Certificates ofragfstration shall not remain valid unless endorsed by the Minister at intervals 
not exceeding twe})rtfoalendar months.”
