A missmonary amopng the North Aweri.
can Indisne, in a8 letter 10 his sister,
gives the fullowing example of the power-
ful patronsge of St, Joseph: “Three
years sgo 1 was stationed at Bayfield, and
had also under my charge a church on
Madeleine lsland. Oa the 19th of March,
1880, 1 dedicated the latter to St. Joseph,
the good Indians from the Point cele-
brating the feast with edifying piety and
golemnity, One of them, who had taken
the name of Joseph at his baptism, was
of the greatest assistance to me in build
ing the church; and, wishing to show my
appreciation ot his devotedness, I gave
him at my departure a statuette of his
patron Suint. Nearly three years had
elapsed and these circumstances had
entirely passed from my mind, when
changes and voyages brought me to Ash-
land, a stxtion near Bayfield, There I
met Father Eustache, whom I had not
seen for several years, During our con-
versation he said : ‘No doubt you remem-
ber having given a statue of St. Joseph
to an Indian from the Point, named
Joseph Denomie, about two years and a
half ago ¥ ‘Yes,’ I replied ‘Well,’ he con-
tinued, ‘last year, towards Spring, this
man was crossing the lake between
Madeleing Island and Bayfield with the
mail. He had not noticed that the ice
was beginning to melt, when suddenly it
cracked beneath his feet, and he sank
to a great depth. The bag of letters and
his own eftects escaped from his hands.
Just as he was sinking he remembered
that he had with him the little statue of
St, Joseph, and he fervently invoked the
Saint, begging that he might be saved.
Hardly had he done so when he felt
himself seised by a strong but invieible
hand, and placed on his feet upon firm
ice, coming up out of the same hole into
which he bad fallen; and he reached the
opposite side in safety. 1t was from
Joseph Denomie bimseif that 1 learned
of this miraculous deliverance; it is
known to all the Indiaus at the Poirt,
who are very devoted to their great
patron,’ "
