the passion and death of Jesus, the Son of
Gyd. Oons:quently, she watched and
prayed with our Baviour in the
UGarden of Olives—she witnessed the
scourgicg at the pillar and the
crowning «f thorna With hands tied
behind Hie back, & heart rending pictare of
suffericg and ecorn, she saw Him dragged
like & cilminal through the streets of Jer-
usalem, She saw Him die between two
thieves on the crors, Shesaw all this, sad
greaterand more vast than an ccean was her
eorrow, because everythiug spoke of great
sfiliction on account of the suffcrings and
sorrows of Jesus Chrlst her bridegroom,
snd from her maternal heart proceeded the
pltiful ery, “Comg all you that pass by the
way, attend and see If there be any sorrow
like unto my eorrow.” But to-day her
sorrow is cbany ed {nto the greatest joy, for
Chrlst has triumphed over sin and death,
and has risen glorious and immortal from
the tomb : “Ye seek Jesus of Nizireth
who was crucified. Helsrisen. He fsnot
here, Behold the place where they lald
Him " His Lordship proceeded to demon -
atrate that the resurrection of Christ from
the grave was a proof of His divinity,
Many miracles bad Jesus wrought dur.
ing His public mission on earth, He had
made the blind see and the lame walk
He raised Lazsrus from the tomb and
restored to the widow of Naim her son.
But great though these miracles were—
though each one was in itself sufficient to
prove the divinity of His mission—yet
not npon those did He chose to rest the
proof, He appealed time and again to
the fact that He would one day rise
again from the dead, and on this fact
alone was He content to rest the asser-
tion that He was the long promised
Messiah, who came to redeem mankind
and to save them from the jaws of an
everlasting death, “I will lay down my
life,” He said to His disciples, ‘‘that [ may
take it up again,” On another oocasion,
when asked for & sign of the
divioity of His mission, He said,
“Destroy this temple, and in three
days [ will build it up,” In these words
He bad reference to His future resurrec
tion, although the Jews thought that He
spoke of the material temple buiit of
stone, But He spoke, as the evangelist
adds, of the temple of His own body,
Christ, therefore, by raising Himself from
the dead proved Himself God and put
upon His dootrines the stamp of divinity.

The cable informs us that M. Wort,
editor of a Catholic journal at Luxem
bourg, was recently fined four hundred
marke for publisbiog a statement that, ac-
cording to the teachings of the Talmud,
Jews might rightfully decelve, rob and in
any way plunder those who are not Jaws.
The editor sovght to justify himeelf by
quotations from numerous wrlters, but the
court held that such evidence was inadmis.
sible, the articls belug maliclous, and
tending to Injure religlon, whether the
quotations from the Talmud were genuine
or not,

Thie declsion, while based upon the
truest Carletlan princloles, is something of
a novelty, at least to English readers, It
{s not often that Oatholics cin be justiy
accused of misrepresenting the views of
non Catbollcs, aas when one does 8o, it 13
well to see the offevder brought to prompt
puulshment. The Caurch does not per-
mit, nor nesd, the use of such weapous in
its warfare against error,

It 1s far otherwise with our enemles.
The Protestant writer who glves a fair
presentation of the Church’s position on
any subjsct of controversy s so rare that
he is quoted with admiring wonder by
Catholics and usually with condemnation
by his c)-teli!gouhu.

It 1s true thatignorance is more reapon:
