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BURNED TWO GATES.

War Agalnst the Toll-Takers
in York County.

NO CLUE T0 THE INCENDIARIES.

Toronto Fire Brigade Called Ont to Quench
the Flames-New Lessoes Adopt a
More Stringeut Policy, and Thelr
Action Is Resented by Some
People.

Toronto, Aug. 17.

The tollgate on  Yonge-street, just
beyond the city limits, and what s
known as the check gate at Deer Park,
were set on fire by parties unknown
at 3.30 o'clock on Sunday morning.
Policeman Crowley of No. 5 Precinct
saw the flames issuing from No. 1 toll=
gate, and summoned the fire brigade,
who extinguished the biaze. The check
gale, bhowever, was buwrned to the
ground.

Constable Jones was notified of

- vceurrence, but so far theee is no

. to the identity of the tirebug. At
about Jo'clock Policemn Crowley saw
a man come from the direction of the
gates and turn along Wickson-avenue,
but It Is not known who he was.

It appears that there has been sovme
dissatisfaction existing on the part of
parties passing through the gates for
some Umie past. Until a short time ago
Mr. Mowat was lessee of No. 1 gate,
but it has lately passed Into the car
of Mrs, Atkinson. Gate-kecper Mowat
was casy on the patrons of the road,
giving some people  credit and allowing
others the privilege of single fare.
Since Mrs. Atkinson has taken hold,
she and her two sons have been ruls
ning the gate In a more businesslike
manner, and this has not been agree-
able to some of Mr. Mowal's delink
quents. Until a couple of months ago
it was possible for those desirous of dom
Ing 50 to evade payment of toll by go-
Ing around the gate via Reservolr
Park-avenuc-road and St.Clair-avenue,
Lut since the crection of the check gate
ut Deer Park this evasion of the toll
is not feasible. This may have had
fomething to do with yesterday morn-
ing’s incendiarism.

L1 Hung Chapg Pays a Visit to England’s
Grand Old Man, Gladstol They
Were Photographed Together.
London, Aug. 16.—Li Hung Chang
visited Mr. Gladstone yesterday at
Hawarden Castle, and the two carried
on quite a long conversation through
the medium of an interpreter. The
meeting took place im the drawing-
room in the presence of Mr. Glad-
stone’s family. The Chinese statesman
complimented Mr. Gladstone upon his

services to his country, to which the
latter replied that he had done all he:
could, but would have liked to have
more. In_ accordance Wwith
Chinese etiquette, L1 Hung Chang pro-
pounded numerous questions, chiefly
relating to public topics.

In replying to ome of the /questions
Mr. Gladstone advocated economy In
public expenditures, whereupon
Hung Chang said that the revenue of
Great Britain was so large that she
could afford to dispense with economy.

Mr. Gladstone adduced reasons why
economy was-a necessity, and Li re-
Jnarked that British interests in the
trade of China were greater than those
of all the other powers combined. Mr.
Gladstone thereupon entered upon a
strong advocacy of free.trade, and sald
he hoped Great Britain would always
be as attached to this system as she is
now. He added that he rejoiced that
China was also mainly a free trade
country.

Li Hung Chang interposed with the
remark that it was necessary to place
some restrictions upon the merchants.
Chinese finances, he said, needed con=
stant consideration and discussion.
China could not be properly developed
until it was intersected with rallways.

Li Hung Chang and Mr. Gladstone
were later photographed together. Af-
ter leaving Hawarden Castle Li Hung
Chang proceeded to Barrow.
