A large number of farmers were in town to
attend the meeting, but baving otber busi-
ness to attend to during the afternoon, it
was not until the evening that the full dele-
gation was pregent. Mr. S. L. Peters, of
Queen's Co., president of the aseociation,
presided at the opening segsion in the after-

oon; secretary. H. B. Hall, of Gagetown.
The president made a short address, urgiog
1be necessity of better organization smong
the farmers cf this province. It was agreed
that the reading of papers and other mat-
ters of importance that were to come before
the sseociation ehould be deferred until the
evening session when all the members would
bave an opportunity of being present.

When this discussion closed, the Presideat
called for expressions of opinion on sheep
importation.

Mr. Brown, of Carleton Co.,in opening
the discussion on sheep spoke strongly in
favor ofa good importation. He traced
the various importations that had been made
in Carleton County, the good results that
had followed and the cha‘acteristies of the
different breed. He preferred the Shropshire
as better adapted to the climate and as
wool producera. In answer to the qucstion
where be found the beit market for his
wool, hesaid ,that where we find the best
markets for most of our products—-in the
United States.

Mr Frink was requested by some members
of the St John Agricultural society to put in
a good word for the Sbropshire, in the im-
portation discussion.

Mr. Porter, of Victoria, wanted a good im-
portation and a trade unrestricted with
their pataral sheep market.

Mr. Armetrong favored the Shropshire
and Southdown breeds.

Mr. Hubbard said that the Shropshire was in
the largest demand in Ontario. The South-
down was also held in high favor by the
sheep raisers. He spoke of the good features
of other breeds and their adaptation to our
climate.

Mr. Porter was not in accord with the
prevalent opivion of the meeting regarding
the superiority of the Shrops and the South-
downs. He preferred the Leicester or Cots-
wold to either of the breed of Downs.

Mr. Hall referred to the large demand that
had sprang up in the Boston market for
New Brunswick and P. E. Island mutton.
He felt that that demand was growing, and
in & few yeara the farmers bere with an im-
proved stork would always find a ready
market in Boston and big retarns.

Mr. Hamm agreed with the viewa of the
last speaker. He thought they sbould have
a full expression of the wmeeting before the
vote was taken

Mr. Hetherington said that while much
depeaded on the feed of the stock we
have at present, the proviace was in need of
a good importation. He inclined towards
the Leicester.

They should rise 1n their wight
and by ther president and officers make
their voice heard and their power felt. Ta
order to do this they must buve an ex-
tensive following and a hearly support. We
should have an organizativn which would
place the whole agricultural community at
our back and enable us to voice the senti-
ment of the msjority of the farmers in every
parish ia the proviace.,” Without this they
could not expect in any extended sense, t

have the power to benefit the profession,
either coinmercially, educationally or
socially, They should have a thorough sys-
tem of centralization o that by feeling the
pulse of the provincial aseociation, the con-
dition of any one of its branches may be de-
termined whether it be located in Mads-
waska or Westmorland. In this way the
farmers in sny district or numbers of dis-
tricts in the province cculd, through their
representatives in congress, assembled at the
proviocial association make their wants
known and bave them expressed through a
medium which would no doubt catch the ear
of *“the proverbs that be.” They must ac-
knowledge that they were as yet behind the
rest of the Dominion in agricultoral matters,
* Qur province,” be added, * has been very
slotbful in this department and it behooves
us as ber loyal and dutiful sons to retrieve
her name and place her where her nstural
resources and geographical position indicate
she may be, in the very van of agricultural
advances, We bave in New Brunswick a
total ares of seventeen aund oue hulf millions
of acres, of which upwards of six millione
are well ted for agriculture, compri<ing
soils of varying degrees of fertility and
which is betfer watered and in a better
position to the markets of the world than
other like area in the Dominion. We should
make a better showing than we do. The
year 1888 should be a notable era in
New Brunswick history. Important rail-
way connections are being completed,
the  benefits of the government's
fine importation of horse flesh are beginniog
to be felt, the promised importation of sheep
should give a new impulse, and this associa-
tion should place itself on record by falling
in line with the general advance. It should
establish & bond of union among agricul-
turists and create a chaunel through which
they may derive and transmit knowledge.

Paper on Ensliage,

r. W. F. Best followed with anexcellent
paper on ensilage. Frequent reference had
been made to the wonderful results that
would tollow the introduction of the ensilage
system in this county. Io Great Britain and
on the continent it had long been the custom
to store up certain green fodder crops in
pits for use in the winter. This eys-
tem of storing up fodder crops is
called the ensilage system. He noticed briefly
some of the most satisfactory experiments
that had been made with the ensilage fodder.
In damp and cold sectivns of Europe various
kinds of farm produce are etored in pits,
For instance, such substancea as grass and
the leaves of vegetables are stored for win-
ter use. Asthe grass is packed inlayers a
small quantity of ealt is generally sprinkled
over each layer and finaliy the whole mass
is pressed firmly down and a quaaotity of itis
placed over the silage. A roof of some kind
to shed the rain is placed over the topand &
ditch is usually dug sround twoor three
sides to carry off the water. In nine cases
out of  ten are on level ground and m@ch
more difficult to drain than billsides. When
green cut grass is stored in silos, properly
constructed, it is found to keep & long time.
When the pits are opened the contents are
out down vertically like cheese. The paper
