The following is the summary of
the finding “of the Railway Commis-
sion  regarding the express, companies
giving' details not included in the ear-
lier aespatches from Ottawa.

Ottawa, Dec. 2§—Apprehension has

What the commission did re-
commend was that the railways should
be liable to a jpenalty for all fires
actually caused by sparks from their
lccemotives and for all fires which
were allowed to spread from their
right of wayv to adjacent lands.  They
will not be held liable for fires if
they can-shew that they had on their
locomotives 'the best modern apph-
ances to prevent the emission of
Bparks; - that their employees had
shown no negligence 'in the’ starting
or thc,‘;::«‘ Ldlﬂ"' of firés and that they
