NAVAL ACTIVITY IN BLACK SEA.
PARIS, To-Day.

The French Department of Marine 
to-day gave out an official statement 
which says the Russian fleet in the 
Black Sea fired upon the Turkish 
cruisers Breslau and Hamidiel, caus­
ing them severe damage. The Rus­
sian fleet then proceeded along the 
coast and bays of Sinope, Trebizon- 
dand and Platane, and set fire and 
destroyed a large number of the en­
emy’s merchant ships. It also bom 
barded Port Hopa.

STILL PURSUING THE TURKS.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

The General Staff of the army in 
the Caucasus transmitted an official 
communication as follows:—Fignting 
in the vicinity of Kara Urgan in Turk­
ish Armenia continues. We have cap­
tured many more officers and soldiers. 
We are continuing the pursuit of 
Turkish troops, defeated at Olti, fifty 
miles west of Kars. We continue suc­
cessfully to force Turks out of Tranv 
cheruk region. Other fronts show no 
important changes.

THE DACIA CASE.
LONDON, To-day. ’ 

Sir Edward Grey, British Foreign 
Secretary, received a despatch from 
the States Department, Washington, 
asking if there would be any objection 
to the former Hamburg American line 
steamer Dacia, which now flies the 
American flag, making a trip from 
New Orleans to Bremen with a cargo 
of cotton, without establishing a pre­
cedent as to the sale of German ships 
to Americans. The Foreign Office is 
considering the situation but as yet 
has reached no decision on it. It can 
be said on high authority, however, 
that several high British officials at 
present do not look with favour on the 
proposition and still feel the Dacià 
should not enter the German trade un ­
der any conditions. The change of 
the vessel's destination from Bremen 
to Rotterdam is not regarded as alter­
ing the case materially. Should cot­
ton be shipped by the Dacia for the 
German trade, it seems likely the car­
go would be bought by Britain, if the 
Dacia were held for a prize court on 
the ground that her sale was not bona 
fide.

NEW RUSSIAN ARMY IN FIELD.
LONDON, To-day.

The latest official reports from the 
Russian General Staff disclose new 
olie rations on the part of the Russian 
cavalry commenced- a forward move­
ment in Northern Poland on the right 
bank of the Lower Vistula River have 
reached the Skrwa River, driving a 
small force of German cavalry and in­
fantry before them. It to believed the 
Grand Duke Nicholas, Commander in 
Chief of the Russian forces, intends to 
use an entirely new army, consisting 
according to Petrograd despatch of 
from 800,000 to 1,000,000 men in tais 
region. Operating in conjunction 
with an army which is advancing in 
East Prussia this- army would place 
the German troops at Mlawa in a vice 
and at the same time threaten the 
Germans in front of Warsaw. The lat­
ter are still making occasional at­
tacks on the Russian line and accord­
ing to a Berlin report, have taken a 
Russian vantage point, Northeast of 
the Rawka River. Along the rest of 
the Eastern front nothing of import­
ance has happened. In the West the 
German success in regaining in a tow 
days French ground near Boissons 
which it took the sodliere of General 
Joftre, Commander in Chief of the 
French force, a fortnight to capture 
remains the outstanding feature, al­
though it has- been somewhat offset 
by the reported British success near 
Labasses and .the capture by the 
Zouaves of Some German trenches in 
the region- of Arras.

CANADIAN REGIMENT AT THE
FRONT DISTINGUISHES ITSELF.

LONDON, To-Day.
A Canadian regiment at the front 

has distinguished itself in a stirring 
bayonet charge at a place near Yeres, 
known as Dead Man’s Valley, accord­
ing to a Daily Chronicle correspond­
ent in Northeast France. The Ger­
mans, the correspondent says, had 
moved a great mass of men against 
this spot on the Britsh front. Mud 
helped the thin British line to hold 
but the honors were barely even until 
a Canadian regiment hurried up from 
the rear. Suddenly there was heard 
a roar of voices and a long line of 
slouch-hatted men with fixed bayonets 
rushed forward with the battle cry. 
“For Canada and Old England!” The 
Germans broke before thfe charge 
which carried everything before it. 
Trench after trench fell and the Can­
adians did not cease until the Germans 
brought up their artillery. The ground
