From the N. T. Tribune.

The Jamestown Journal has a rather 
startling leader on the question—“I^in- 
crease of Population Desirable ?” — of 
course arguing that it isn’t. Why? Be­
cause the human race is composed (with 
a few signal exceptions) of knaves and 
fools ; and a few of these are better than 
a great many. • Because it is a la at of 
creation that “the faster a race increases, 
the less valuable are its individual speci­
mens.” Of course, the Turks and our 
Aborigines, who do not increase at all, 
are far superior to the Germans, English, 
Irish and our own native people. He 
further says :

“ We hold that a rapid increase of pop­
ulation is a cause for fear rather than 
pride to a nation. It is so on account of 
the problem of supplying the wants of the 
coming increase. The producers are so 
few, and the area of the earth's territory 
that will support its residents is so limit­
ed, that it is very easy to ‘figure out’ the 
point beyond which population must be 
stopped by want and starvation. And 
that point is often reached. If it were 
ridt so, the earth would have been so 
crowded with people centuries since that 
none of them could sit down for want of 
room. We know how many square feet 
of land there" is on the earth; we know byH 
rule how often the births would double 
the population and fill the earth but for 
the contending forces which destroy life 
so rapidly. These destructive agencies 
all grow out of the struggle for food. 
Call it want, exposure, disease or vio­
lence, that destroys life, if you choose ; 
they all grow out of the struggle for food. 
A creature's chance for life depends on 
his power to push down his , fellows and 
snatch away their fool. Men at birth are 
launched on a sea in which there is only 
a small island that can support life It is 
already full; and the chance of every new 
comer depends on his ability to push 
some one off and stay on himself, 
is a picture of ‘the social problem.
