Russia Still Arming.
LONDON, Oct. 30.—The Observer, which 

is generally considered to be unusually 
well informed in regard to the foreign 
situation, has the following from its diplo­
matic correspondent:

It is unquestionable that Russia, in spite 
of the pacific attitude of the Czar, con- 
tinues her armaments. The people of the 
central Governments have observed that 
during the last few months nearly the 
whole of the troops there have gone towards 
the German frontier, where barracks for 
their accommodation have been erected. 
The Government evidently expects war 
shortly, and the movement of the army 
against Germany may be more than a co­
incidence. The Toulon visit occurred at a 
moment when Russia had completed meas- 
ures in readiness for a Russo German war. 
Rightly or wrongly, the Russian Govern- 
ment thinks the eventuality should be 
boldly faced, and it is only natural that it 
should respond to the overture of France.

The Wages of Sin.
LONDON, Oct. 30.—On Friday last a 

married woman named Lydia Bloss com­
mitted suicide at her residence, Whitehead 
Grove, Chelsea. She shot herself with a 
revolver Her death has led to the dis­
covery that her suicide was linked with 
that of Frederick Charles Howard, brother 
of the Earl of Effingham, who on Thursday 
shot and killed himself at his residence, 
No. 34 Evelyn terrace. The coroner’s jury 
in the case of Howard returned a verdict 
that he had killed himself while laboring 
under aberration of mind. It has now 
transpired that Mrs. Bloss, whose husband 
is in America, was Howard’s mistress. 
Howard's wife, Lady Constance, who is 
the daughter of the Earl of Winchelsea, 
discovered the liason and was about to 
bring action for divorce against him. There 
is hardly a question that this was the 
reason of Howard’s suicide. After Howard 8 
death Mrs. Bloss told a friend that she and 
Howard had discussed the situation and 
Howard had urged upon her that they both 
ought to commit suicide. The day after 
Howard’s death Mrs. Bloss, who before had 
hesitated about making away with herself, 
procured a revolver and shot herself.

Harrison’s paper) says: The town has not 
yet recovered from the chock of the awful 
and unprovoked murder of its chief magis- 
trate. It is clear that the assassin was 
known to the mayor and that be 
had no cause of grievance whatever 
save as it existed in hie disordered 
fancy. He was a wretched creature, seem- 
ingly bereft of sense. The action was that 
of a madman, whose wild frenzy made him 
think that the mayor was responsible for 
failure to appoint him to a station for which 
it was obvious he could not for a moment 
be considered fit. But the deed he wrought 
was a fearful one and it must be the cure 
of the law that never again shall he be no 
placed that his deranged intellect shall 
prompt him to further awful crimes. 
The approbation which Mayor Harrison BO 
long sought, for be loved the good will and 
the good voice of all his fellow men, is his 
beyond any dream that he might have 
cherished of what name it would be possible 
for him to leave behind. He is beyond 
the reach of praise, beyond all care of cen- 
sure; but the expressions so universal, so 
heartfelt for hie memory, seen the country 
over, but seen, as was to be expected, most 
of all in intensity and in tone right here in 
Chicago, will be a precious heirloom for 
those immediately left to mourn him.

SYMPATHY OF FRIENDS.
The family residence was thronged with 

sorrowing friends Sunday. There was a 
crush of carriages and people before the 
Harrison mansion, and for blocks in all 
directions during the afternoon the side- 
waks were impassable. Six policemen 
kept the crowd moving on, and two more 
officers were stationed before the main 
entrance of the house, to prevent its being 
overcrowded with visitors.

Telegrams and letters of sympathy in 
great numbers were received during the 
day from public and private friends of the 
late mayor in various parts of the country, 
as well as in Chicago. Among the first 
cards to be received were those of Vice- 
President and Mrs. Stevenson, which were 
brought to the bereaved household by Miss 
Stevenson, a daughter of the Vice-Presi­
dent. Letters of sympathy were received 
from Henry Irving, the actor, Secretary of 
State Gresham and a host of prominent 
men.

WILL LIE IN STATE.
It has been decided that the obsequies 

will take place on Wednesday, The body 
will be placed in a vault in Graceland 
Cemetery, and the interment, which will be 
private, will occur later. Mayor Harrison’s 
body will lie in state for at least a day 
in the City Hall. The aetive pall- 
bearers will be eight police captains, who 
will be selected by Chief of Police Brennan.

WILL CLOSE IN GLOOM.
CHICAGO, Oct. 30. —In view of the assas­

sination of the chief magistarate of the 
city of Chicago, the ceremonies which were 
announced to take place to-day (Monday, 
Oct. 30) in connection with the closing of 
the World’s Columbian Exposition, will be 
wholly dispensed with except the public 
meeting. All of the festivities arranged 
for will be done away with, with the ex­
ception of the firing of an appropriate 
salute and the lowering of the United 
States flag at sunset. It is further ordered 
that the flags upon all buildings within the 
grounds remain at half mast until the clos­
ing of the exposition.

It is understood that state and foreign 
committees will fall in with the spirit of 
these orders, lower the flags and abandon 
whatever of celebration they had arranged 
for the occasion. It is to be one day of 
absolute quiet in Jackson Park, quieter 
even than any of the lonely Sundays of the 
summer. Besides the lowered flags, many 
emblems of mourning will appear. The 
firemen and guards yesterday were draping 
all the engine houses and barracks, and 
many, especially of the American exhibits, 
will appear in similar black trappings.

In the administration offices the chief 
men of the fair returned to their desks with 
saddened heurts, and a gloom hung over 
all. At 11 o’clock the committee of twelve 
chosen to draft the resolutions which were 
read to the people in Festival Hall met in 
President Higinbotham’s office. The reso­
lutions expressed at some length and in the 
most sympathetic language the general sor- 
row and shock which the tragic end of the 
World’s Fair City’s chief magistrate cre­
ated in the hearts and minds of the national 
commissioners, foreign and state represent- 
natives, the board of lady managers, ex­
hibitors, directors and executive officers of 
the exposition. Rev. J. H. Barrows, pastor 
of the Fourth Presbyterian Church, de­
livered the prayer with which the gather­
ing began. The invocation contained a 
feeling reference to the tragedy which had 
turned the farewell ceremonies into a 
mourning meeting, and appealed to the 
throne of grace on behalf of the grief- 
stricken family.

Following this sad opening, which 
brought tears from many thousands 
gathered in the great hall, come the formal 
annot neement by President Palmer of the 
mayor’s death, and a statement that all ex­
ercises of a festive character would be 
omitted. The resolutions were then pre­
sented without any accompanying speech, 
all present, both on the platform and In 
the body of the hall, rising in response to 
the request from President Palmer that the 
resolutions voiced the sorrow and sympathy 
of all the world, because the world was 
represented there.

President Palmer then formally an 
nounced that in compliance with the act 
of Congress the exposition was officially at 
an end as a World’s Exposition, and after 
Rev. Dr. Barrows had pronounced the 
benediction and offered up a short prayer 
the assemblage quietly dispersed.

The World’s hair, like Carter Harrison, 
was no more.

When the gates at Jackson Park are 

closed to-night and the official life of the 
fair has been brought to an end, the most 
serious problem remaining to be solved will 
he how best to dispose of the buildings.

Death of Sir John Abbott. Ex-Premier 
oi the Dominion.

Montreal, Oct. 30.—Sir John Abbott, 
who succeeded Sir John A. Macdonald as 
Premier of the Dominion and who re­
signed a few months ago in favor 
of Sir John Thompson, died at his 
residence in this city shortly before 
9 this evening. The ex-Premier had been 
in poor health for some months. His ad­
vanced age (being over 70) and hi poor 
health forced him to resign the Premier- 
ship, and he took a trip to Europe with the 
hope of regaining some of his old-time vigor. 
Ho was absent for over three months, 
but the trip did not do him any 
material benefit, and he returned in a 
very enfeebled condition. Dr. Roddick 
and other prominent men, who were called 
in, after consultation, decided the patient 
was buffering from a species of cancer 
of the bowels, and that an opera­
tion was imperative. This operation was 
performed, but, though it afforded relief, 
it brought no permanent cure, and Sir 
John gradually grew weaker until death 
ended his sufferings. His end was peaceful, 
and he was surrounded in his last moments 
by all the members of his family. The 
funeral will probably be private.

The reason is that the moisture of the 
atmosphere will premeate the pores of 
the wood much more rapidly the way the 
trees grew than it would if in the opposite 
direction. Microscopicalexamination proves 
that the pores invite the ascent of moisture, 
while they repel its descent. Take the 
familiar case of a wooden bucket. Many 
may have noticed that some of the staves 
appear to be entirely saturated, while others 
are apparently quite dry. This arises from 
the same cause; the dry staves are in the 
aarne position in which the tree grew, while 
the saturated ones are reversed.
