A short distance
away, another man vouched for the
freshness of his eggs. They had all
been laid within three weeks.

It would appear a One Big Union
strike has been declared by hendom
in Western Ontario this past week.
Not one man or woman was discqv-
ered who was selling eggs younger
than 10 days to two or three weeks
old. Can honesty go farther?

Butter hovered around its accus-
tomed price, 40, 42, 43 and 45 cents
a pound. One man was crowing be-
cause he got a splendid barrel of
Northern Spies for $4.50. Apples in
many varieties were still plentiful.

One offering, a bit of a novelty,
was bunches of horseradish root. 15
cents for two bunches.

Honey was extremely reasonable,
compared with other days, 70 cents
for a five-pound pail of choice honey,
or 25 cents a section.

Celery was five, eight, ten cents a
burnch, according to size; onions $1.25
a bushel, chestnuts 30 cents a pint
or 50 cents a quart.
