dark-ckinned, black-haired. foreign-
leoking boy playing in Front street and
around “2’s” engine-house forty-five or
fifty yearsago.

Satisfy the English.

“The' trudy perilous condition:of our
country during war, owing to the ex-
ceedingly weak state of the navy as
compu‘ed with that from 1798 to 1851,
is the subject of a very remarkable
letter just written by = Admiral S:r
Thomas Symonds, of the royal navy, to
the Marquis of Salisbury. Standing in
the light of a recognized authority, re-
marks the New York Times, Sir Thom-
as is listened to by the British: mili-
tary service with mingled wonder and-
apprehension. The service papers print
the letter in full, with copious editorials.
Sir Thomas states that Great Britain
has so few cruisers that even in 1895 it
would be ' impossible to supply the
coaling stations during war with France
alone. The fighting and mercantile
navies would be and the
punctual supply of food would. be im-
ble. ;

In personnel our numbers are about
20,000 trained men. The French
have 104,000 inscrits and 26,000 marine
artillerymen and light infantry. Total,
180,000 well-trained men. We should
have at least marine a.rtﬂlerymen
enough beyond what we haye to gar-

'rison our dock-yard towns, which

should be, like the French, under pre-
fect-Admirals.
