Scranton, Nov. 20.—The economic and
sociological features of the anthracite
coal industry and the effect that employ-
ment in and about'the rhines has upon
the health of the mine workers, were
the principal subjects brought ,befOre
the arbitration commission today ‘by the
attorneys of each side to the contro-
versy. The afternoon session was par-
ticularly interesting because it brought
out much expert evidence on the ques-
tion of the health of mine workers.
fThree physicians who practised in
$Scranton or Wilkesbarre took the stand
for the miners, and in substance testi-
fied that the occupation of the mine
workers was “very unhealthful and
shortened his life.”

‘One physician, Dr. Frank P. Lenna-
han, of Wilkesbarre, who says he has
had a long experience among mine-
workers, testified that fully 99 per cent.
of the men who work in the mineg are
anaemic. Their health is impoverished
and the general condition is below par,
thus decreasing their earning powers.
"The principal dlls suffered by the min-
ers, the plysicians said, were asthma,
rheumatisnY, and sciatica.

“1 am afraid you are asking for some-
thing I will be unable to give,” he said,
in auswer to the first question, “for there
was really nothing of very great import-
ance happened on the voyage. YVe con-
ducted experiments during the nine days
that we were at sea, and - met with very
good results, especially in transmitting
and receiving messages between the ship
and the Poldhu station. We were in
constant communication with the station
for about two hundred miles, which was
as far as the strength of the instruments
on board ship would send. Messages
were received, however, at a much
greater distance—exactly how far I do

over 500 miles.

““On the voyage experiments tending to
farther improvements were constantly
being made. The heavy gales which we
encountered, while they did not affect
either the instruments or the transmis-
sion of messages, interfered sciiously
with the work. ‘

“No messages have been sent from or
received at “rable Head, for the instru-
ments have not as yet been installed
here, and the report that was circulated
some time ago that there had been
messages flashed across the Atlantic was
absolutely false.” It is for the purpose
of testing the station at Table Head apd
Cape Cod that I am mnow here, and I
hope to be able to place both in a posi-
tion for commercial business before my
return to Europe. I will remain at Table

to place the instruments in perfect work-
ing order I will conduct experiments
with Poldhu. The preliminary experi-
ment will have to be made with the
Carlo Alberto, and if they take up the
two weeks, I will wait till my return
from Chpe Cod, which will be some time
in January, before attempting to com-
municate with Cornwall.”

In answer to a question as to the possi-
bility of wireless messages being read
while in transmission, Marconi said: “In
wireless telegraphy, as you doubtless
know, the waves are of certain definite
vibrations, and in order that a message
may be read, the frequency of the vibra-
tion will have to be known.
